Details of Proceedings in the House
of Representatives

Washington Dee IThe case of
lllgham H Roberts representative
elect from Utah was the magnet that
drew crowds of people to the halls of
the lower house of congress today

The expected sensational develop
meats however did not occur for the
matter was quietly disposed of tern
ptrarllJ by Mr Roberts stepping aside
when requested to do so by the speaker
after objections had been made to the
oath of office being administered to
him

It was shortly before U ocloek when
Nr Roberts In silk hat and black
frock suit made his way through the
crowd to the members private lobby
Here he chanced to meet Mr Richard
son and the two held a short confer
ence as to whether Mr Roberts would
seek to address the house A buzz of
coniment followed the gentleman from
Vth wherever he went but there was
no disrespectful demonstration

Senator Rawlina came over from the
senate wing and held an earnest con
ference with Mr Roberts Mr Lentz-
of Ohio took part In the conference

After it was over the report was cir
culatl that Mr Roberts would not
present himself to be sworn In But
this was immediately denied Mr Rob-
erts himself said he had not decided
what hI would do but that he might
desire to be heard when hls ease-
came up

All Eyes On Roberts
He took a seat to the right of the

main aisle and bOon became the cyno
sure of all eyes His daughter sat in
the member galllr Mr Taylor of
Ohio who represents President MeKin-
leys district who ws to conduct the I

case against Mr Roberts was con
ferring with his colleagues on the Re
publican side

Very early in the day a monster pe
tition said to consist of 7000000 names
protesting against the seating of Mr
Roberts was brought Into the hall It
had been collected by aXe York
newspaper It consisted of twenty
eight rolls of names each about two
feet In diameter encased In the Ameri-

After reciting the legal and moral ob
jections to Roberts the petition asks
that he be not allowed to take the oath
of office or to take a seat In congress
that a special committee investigate the
subject and that the Roberts seat be

and dressed Harrimans wounds when
he pronounced him in a critical condl
tlon Harriman was conveyed to the
KeoghHosmer hospital at Salt Lake
this afternoon accompanied by his
wife sister and Infant child

Up to the present moment th wife
of thedead man has not been advised
of her husbands death as she is absent
from home and cannot be found

The accident occurred at the bottom
of the vertical shaft 545 feet from sur
face and as accurately as can be de
termined at this writing was the re
suit of carelessness on the part of the
dead man In lrilliflg Into a hole that
had not been eXploded Justice of the
Peace Goodrich of Mammoth summon-
ed a jury who viewed the remains The
verdict will be rendered at the coroners
inquest which will be held at Mam
moth on Tuesday at 2 p mm
