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CHIEF DEVINE SATISFIED

He Believes Everybody Fortunate
All Things Considered

Chief Devine said last evening in
summing up the days doings It is
always the case that fire comes when
least expected and as a rule we are
left without enough water to do any
good As our water gauge shows here
it was fully a half hour before we had
pressure enough to throw a stream
higher than the third story What we
should have in Salt Lake is cisterns
located in the business district at least
from which we could pump water with
the steamers As it was today we
could hardly get enough water from the
fire plugs to keep the engines busy

There is bound to great loss on
account of water in a fire of this kind
starting in the top of the building but
as noon as we got it under control I
put half the force to work with brooms
hoping to reduce the damage by water

I sent one man downstairs to get
some brooms for this purpose and
when he came up again and said There
are three men down my heart came
up in my throat until I stopped to con-
sider that he meant the floor below
when h said down

I believe we came out very fortu-
nately said the chief all things con-

sidered I noted several narrow es
capes but thank heaven they were
nothing more

handsome majority but it now ex-

pected that seven Republican votes
will be cast against it namely
Hoar Mason Nelson Simon Proctor
and Wellington Senator McEnery
Dem and some independent senators

will vote for the measure but until the
exact number of such votes is known
the majority for the bill cannot be pre
dicted

Other Matters Postponed
The vote on the Porto Rican bill on

Tuesday will displace the Quay
set for that day and the com

mittee will adjourn the Clark hearing-
in order to its attention to the
Quay resolution Wednesday but as it
is not expected that the
