Xentucky Farmer,
Lieutenant Gibson, His Excellency,
Highland Lad, Florizar, Thrive and
Hindus came out on the track in the
order named and each was in furn
cheered as he paraded in front of the
stand.

mander, Captain Howe, was boarded
by the British warship Waed within
the three-mile limit of Portuguese ter-
ritory in East Africa.

The American ambas<ador’'s commun-
ication to the premier hardly amounts
to a protest, and serious complications
are not likely to ensue. The case, as
tranemitted by Secretary Hay to Lon-
don, consists of the captain’'s allega-
tion that while the Sea Witch was off
Delagoa Bay, he signaled to the Wasgp,
which was patroliing, and the Wasp
sent a boal to her. The captain of the
Sea Witch complains that the visit re-
sembled a warlike boarding party, and
that his manifest was examined against
his will, when palpably within neutral
waters.

If the latter statement is true, a ser-
jous offense has been committed by the
Wasp, which will call for an ample
apology from Great Britain. But it is
pointed out that the fact that the Sea
Witch signaled the Wasp, before the
ship noticed her, invests the case with
a curiovs uncertainty.

Apparently both Mr. Choate and Lord
Salisbury are inclined to believe that
there is some mistake, perhaps, on both
gides. Thre premier has referred the
matter to the admiralty, which has no
record of the occurrence, but has
cabled to South Afriea for the Wasp's
version of the affair, and it is possible
that come time may elapse before the
British reply is ready.

In the meantime the incident does
not interfere in the slightest degree
with the cordiality existing between the
representatives of the two nations in-
terested.

The bill extends to the settlers on
these lands the same privileges which
homestead settlers have always en-
joyed in the states of the Mississippi
valley. More than 1,000 homesteaders
from Idaho petitioned for this legis-
lation.

Washington, Mav 23.—The house to-

day, without division, passed the “Iree
homes” bill which has pending
before congress for a number of years.
The kill provides that the government
shall issue patents to actual bona fide
gettlers o agricultural lands of Indian
reservations opened to eettlement,
These lands were taken up by settlers,
who contracted to pay for them $§L25
to $3.75 per acre.

By the terms of the bill the govern-
ment assumes the payment of the pur-
chase price to the Indians, and changes
the existing law relative to agricul-
tural colleges &0 as to insure the pay-
ment of the endowments which hereto-
fore have come out of the » of pub-
lic lands in case of deficienrcy. These
payments involve $1,200,000 annually.

Of the 29,000,000 acres in Indian res-
ervations opened to settlement for
which the government is to pay, or has
paid $35,000,000, about 8000000 acres
have .een taken, and about 2,900,000 are
supposed to be stiil available for agri-
cultural purposes.

WANT PNEUMATIC TUBES.

Senate Restores Provisions in Post-
office Appropriation Bill.
‘Washington, May 3.—The senate
committee - on postoffices and post-
roads today completed the postoffice
appropriation bill, and Chairman Wol-
cott will report it tomorrow. The net
increase in the bill is about $1,000,000,
which includes the restoration of the
provigion for the pneumatic tube serv-
jce first reported by the house com-
mittee. It provides $225,000 for contin-
uing the present contracts and adds
$500,000 for extension of the service to
other cities in additicn to those where
it has not been in use. The following
amendment has been made to the pro-
vision .relating to létter carriers:

“Provided, that letter carriers may
be required to work as nearly as prac-
ticable only eight hours on each work-
ing day, but not in any ever't exceeding
forty-eight hours during the six work-
ing days of each week, and-such num-
ber of hours on Sunday, not exceeding
eight, as may be required by the needs
of the service; and.if a legal holiday
ghall occur on any working day, the
service performed on sald day, if less
than eight hours, shall be counted as
eight hours without regard to the time
actually employved.”

The vote in the eommitiee. on- the
pneumatic tube item was 7 to 3. Chair-
man Wolcott teld the committee that
when the provision was. reached in
the senate some member favoring the
pneumatic tube service could take
charge of the biil, as he would oppose
the provision on the floor.
