Threatened With Disaster as a
Result of the War

IS A COSTLY STRUGGLE

OPINION OP EXSECRETARY OF
STATE JOHN W FOSTER

England Will Win Because of Her
Great Strength But Victory Will
Not Subdue the Boers Military
Powers May Have a Surprise in
Store Por Great Britain

New York May special to the
Herald front Washington says That
disaster threatens Great Britain as a
result of the war in the Transvaalis-
the belief of John W Foster of

former secretary of state Mr
Foster has followed the military oper-
ations in South Africa making a clqse
study of them and at the same time
giving keen scrutlnyffo affairs In Europe To a Foster said

It is much to be feared that Eng
land is engaged in a protracted and
in the end an alarmingly costly en
terpriae in her armed contention with
the Soers

It is to be anticipated that in the
end through the weight of numbers
and superior resources En lai d will
win but that will by no means end
the struggle SU the rateprogress i not but every
days delay must increase the diff-
iculties of the situation a military point of view and the same may
be said with respect to a solution by
diplomacy

It has been the history of all suchstruggles and England has been no
exception that the disturbance of
commercial relations and other ques
tions more or less involved very soon
make nations restive There might be
no desire to interfere on general prin
ciples but the influence of the finan-
cial industrial and commercial in-
terests often compel governments to
act from economical considerations

IN DANGER
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Might Be a Surprise-
No one can tell what is going on

at this very moment aindng the mari-
time and military powers of Europe-
At any time there might be a surprise
They surely cannot be looking on
simply as indifferent spectators of a
possible difficult international problem

The transportation of the largestarmy England has ever had in a Sin-
gle theatre of warlike operations more
than half the distance between the
two poles of the earth Is In itself an
expensive undertaking and a very dif
ficult one But this is the least ele-
ment of consideration The supply
and maintenance of such a large force
in the field over 6000 miles away from
home In a region difficult of access
and with most inadequate means of
transportation is a problem to oc
cupy mature military minds

Then there is the element of waste
and destruction Incident to an army
in th field and In action This neces
sitates constant replenishment all of
which by an increasing ration add to
cost As a military enterprise the end
is evidently not in sight

But even If the fighting were ended
there would be a discontented people-
to keep in subjection which would
require an expensive military estab
lishment

Boers As Fighters
The experience of the war thus farhas very established the

prestige of the Boers as fighters
may be able to continue If they do
for a few months other developments-
are not improbable England not
perhaps exhausted but embarrassed
by protracted demands upon her fight
lag material in men supplies and

of war her army thousands of
miles away might find It difficult to
head off foreign interference by sub-
stantial metHods They might not be
in the nature of overt acts of military
aggression or diplomatic inquiry but
such a lining up of forces as would be
difficult to engage

The navy of England it is true is
free to act but what would become of
British commerce and commerce crip
pled what would become of British
manufaturee which signify industry
diplomatic settlement in the first stages
having passed it is difficult to see how
It can come In now without great loss
of prestige The British government Is

Washington May house ju
diciary committee today gave a hear-
ing upon the senate bIn introduced at
the suggestion of Attorney General
Griggs to provide for the removal to
the proper district for of per
sons indicted for offenses against the
United States The bill was prepared-
to cover the cases of Benjamin D
Green John F William T and Ed
mund H Gaynor and Michael O Con
nelly who were indicted by the grand
jury of the southern district of Geor-
gia for conspiracy to defraud the Unit
ed States in the contracts for the

of Savannah and Cumber
land sound

The indicted persons were arresteki
in New York but Judge Brown re
fused to allow their extradition to
Georgia on technical grounds pertain
ing to procedure in New York

Colonel W W Dudley the first
speaker contended that such a bill
applying to civil as well as to criminal
cases might work great hardships
especially to railroad und other cor
poration officials If Indicted outside
the district In which they were resi
dent they could be arrested and dis
graced though innocent and he urged
that if the legislation was to be en-
acted it should be carefully safe-
guarded In criminal cases like the
Carter case he adnmted the circum
stances might be different

Chairman Ray said the real ques
tion involved was whether it was good
policy to remove a person indicted
from one jurisdiction to another upon
the simple of an indict
ment Colonel Dudley expressed the
opinion that it would be against pub
lic policy and did not think the busi-
ness interests of the country should
be subjected to the danger that lurked
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Abram J Rose followed Colonel
While he was the attorney of

the Gaynors and Greene he said he
did not come especially ae their attor
