SMALL ARMY TO SPRBAD OUT

Expected That the Results Will Show
That This State Is Entitled to Two
Congressmen Questions to Be
Asked Population of Salt Lake
Points of Interest

The plans are now all complete for
the taking of the twelfth census of
Utah and on next Friday June 1 un-

der the direction of Superintendent Ar-

thur Pratt an army of 215 enumera-
tors will be spread out over the state
inquiring into the most minute details
of the peoples private business Mr
Pratt says tjfitt everything is nmr in
readiness for the commencement of the
work In Salt Lake there will be ftfty

five men and women at work and they
are expected to complete
in two weeks In the country districts
thirty days ate allowed for the work

In the large cities the enumerators
will be paid so much per head In rural
districts they will be paid by the day
from 5 to 6 according to conditions
Much of the work in Salt Lake Ogden
Logan Provo Park City and a num-
ber of the other larger places of the
state In regard to the various indus-
tries will be taken out of the hands
of the enumerators and turned over to
special agents of the census office scent
direct from Washington

The work of taking the census is di-

vided under four separate heads and
special schedules are provided for each
class of work These brulches are pop-
ulation agriculture manufacture and
mortality The questions asked are not
so many this year as in previous cen-
sus years but they are numerous
enough yet to cause kicking galore

The government holds that he enum

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Three More Schedules
The above are th i questions under

one schedule ana there are four
schedules Under the mortality
schedule all the facts must be ascer-
tained as to every person who died in
the year from June 1 18W to May 31
1900 Every person alive on the first
day of June next will be counted in the
coming census he will be counted even
though he die on the second day of
the month But a child not born until
the 2nd of June will be ignored and
must wait for ten years to get himself
counted Every fact concerning the
death of every person during the year
just preceding the 1st of June must be

the place of birth the resi-
dence the occupation the cause of the
death the date the name of the at-
tending physician and all other infor
mation bearing on the case

Agriculture and manufacture are
gon into in the most minute detail
there being a sufficient number of ques-
tions on one schedule to fill a small
volume E H Callister of Salt Yake
has been appointed special census
agent for the government to look after
tae cattle interests of the state and he
is now at work on that branch of the
business His special work is to
enumerate all the sheep and cattle of
Utah and to furnish all the required in-

formation about them This of course
is an important branch of the work
here in Utah because of the growing
importance of the sheep industry

Work of Enumerators
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Each enumerator who has been
to the position upon the re-

commendation of Superintendent Pratt-
Is required to undergo a certain amount
of schooling before starting out A
book of instructions of over sixty pages-
is furnished to each containing de
tailed information on every point that
is liable to come up and if any of the
enumerators is embarrassed in his
work it will be because he has not
taken the trouble to read up

Mr Pratt is not inclined to speculate
very much as to what the census
figures will show as to the population
of this city and state The population
of state in 1880 was 143963 in 1890
It had increased to 207905 in 1895 ac-
cording to the census taken by the
state Utah had 247324 people Of
these 126803 were s and 120521
were females There were 571 colored
and 758 Chinese in the state at that
time Even by the percentage of in-

crease shown in the above figures Mr
Pratt expects the census now to run
Dver 300000 He really expects

be entitled to two congressmen
under the next apportionment-

The population of Salt Lake City was
approximately 42200 in 1800 and under
the special state census of 1885 it was
shown to be 48076 The superintendent
will be surprised he says if the popu-
lation of the city now will reach 60000
He will know exactly he says on the

claimed that the meat bill was too se
vere as a test of their relative strength
and as a preliminary to the struggle to
decide the nature of the projected com-
mercial treaties In this sense the pas
sage of the meat bill wasa defeat of
the extreme agrarians This fact Is now
pointed by the semiofficial press
Dr Miquels Berliner Politische Nach
richten calls this a reason for congrat-
ulation

Obstructive Tactics Disapproved-
The obstructive tactics whereby the

Lex Heinze WAS defeated by the mi-
nority are now strongly disapproved
by the government and its press as

a twoedged sword which if it
once became an established institution
might easily lead to the destruction of
German parliamentism

Think Boers Are Tired
The latest news from South Africa

is generally interpreted as showing
that the Boers are tired of the war and
are looking for a decent pretext to
make peace

The Kreuz Zeitung says Drawing
a parallel between the Boers and the
ancient Germans there will not be such
a fight of desperation as that of the
Goths at Naissus

The paper adds The Boers do not
possess the species of personal bravery
which in European armies is selfun
derstood If this knowledge had ob-
tained sooner the Boers would not
have enjoyed such peculiarity
