TRe
aggregate of such damage, if most con-
servatively estimated, wi'l amount “to
an enormous sum. If caleulated only
8t the cost of restoration, say $20 per
acre, 50,000 acres will represent a loss
of $1,000,000, saying nothing of the loss-
€8 experienced by non-use of the land
for years, and of the time and labor
involved in bringing it back to the
former tillable condition.
