shares That prices were incline to ad
vancu under the influence of the settle-
ment was satisfactorily explained by the
fact that the buying of stocks for the
firm outnumbered the selling fully 6 to 1

That is to say the house was largely
short of the market The failure is at-
tributed to cotton speculation as the re-
cent movement has been in fa
vor af outstanding contracts of the firm
Last weeks rumors of financial difficul-
ties which related to this house brought
pressure to beat and precipitated the as
signment The fact that the same kind
of rumors are circulated regarding some
other houses is a factor in Keeping Wall
stnvt sentiment unsettled
