dred cMiiM Agent Caldwell of theFrt Hall agency turned out his entirefowe of Indian police and is

mountains in every direction andall stakes and notices are pulled up asfast as put down and are taken up tothe agency One man who took a contract to furnish lWO claim stakes waswarned not to go Qn the reservationto cut them And also that none couldbe planted on the reservation lands until the president had issued his procla
mation fixing the day and hour ofopening

This action has raised a questionthat is very liily to into thecourts Caldwell claims that
lands are just as much reseras ever were until the pres

ident has issued his proclamation opening them to the pubUe Other men
who claim to be well in

formed say that the supreme court ha
decided time and again that the mo
ment that the president signed the bilkthe ceded lands ceased to be reserva
tion and became a part of the publfc
domain of the United States
claim that neither Agent Caldwell nor
ills police have any right to touch one
of the stakes set up and that they areguilty of crime against the law

do so They also claim that lo-

cations made now are perfectly good
and that if the parti s making themsee to having their locations recordedthe removal of the stakes will not affect them in the least Mr Caldwell
however thinks different and has giv
en public notice warning all parties to

oft
The passage of the Fort Hall bill cre

ated the most intense excitementamong all those who are at all inter-
ested in mines We know a good many
men who have for years been watching what they thought rich spots who
sneaked out in the dead of night and
drove their stakes under cover of dark
ness There are many others who have
their finds carefully covered up and
who are waiting developments not
wishing to expose vhai they have un-
til they are certain that their locations
will hold The great majority of the
men who have rushed out into the hills
are newcomers who have been set al
most wild by the samples of rich rock
that they have seen brought in from
different points on the reserve They
have pot had an opportunity to test
and then doncaal their finds and are
determined that they be left
altogether In the meantime however
Agent Caldwell threatens them with
arrest and confiscation of their tools

No mran knows much about the
mineral on the reservation but

there are prospects
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that promise fabulous riches
have seen specimens of copper richer
than anything in Montana and it is
claimed that there is a mountain it
We have seen handfuls of placer gold

mustard seeds and
havefbeen fold flit there were acres
of it We have seen specimens of gold
bearing quartz with streaks of pure
gold running through it like threads
and the finder said that the ledge was
as wide as a river We have seen
chunks of galena that looked richer
than the celebrated Ontario ore and
enough of it was reported in sight to
make a small town AU pldtimers
here have good things located and cov-
ered up and feel that they will be rich
on th very day that they are permit
ted to pen them up

On top of all this is the fact that no
man has ever been permitted to exploit
hjs find Fpr twenty years mar have
beer trying on the reserva-
tion but the Indians have been ex-
tremely jealous of their rights No
sooner has a man gone onto the reser
vation with pick and the
Indian police have rounded him up
confiscated his tools and he was
mighty lucky if he escaped without a
fine or a week or ten days in jail at
the agency Experts have frequently
examined some of the prospects and
pronounced themas promising as any
in the west Every attempt to make
even the most superficial tests have
been foiled by the vigilance of the In
dians We will soon know now
