But the cloud blew over
when the count was verified and Mr.
Van Cott, like a sterling Democrat,
closed the contest with a magnanimous
motion to make the nomination of his
rival unanimons.

Opposition to a third term is prob-
ably what defeated Mr. Van Cott. Sen-
timent on that subject seemed to be
pretty strong in the convention, and
friends of Mr. Moffat took every ad-
vantagze of the feeling.

Special Master’s Findings in Dis-
barment Case Submitted.

SET FOR ARGUMENT

SEVERAL EXTENUATING CIR-
CUMSTANCES SHOWN COURT.

Bpecla:l Master D; H. Twomey yester-
day filed with the clerk of the supreme
court his report of the evidence taken
in the disbarment proceedings against
David Evans and Lindsay R. Rogers,
together with his findings fr.m the
testimony. The court fixed Thursday
as the time for hearing arguments on
the special master’s report.

By way of apology for the volumin-
ousness of the report, which covers
nearly 200 typewritten pages of evi-
dence, the special master states that
under his appointment by the court he
felt that he did not have the power to
pass upon the admissibility of the tes-
timony presented at the hearing. With
this evidence the public is already quite
familiar.

Whether it will have any influence
with the court remains to be seen, but
it is stated in the findings of Special
Master Twomey that the accused attor-
neys, against whom the disbarment
proceedings were instituted for alleged
champertous conduct in connection
with Thomas Nelson of Ogden, did not
regard the making of the contract in
question with Nelson as unprofessional
or contrary to public poligy, or as im-
moral. The special master also re-
ported in his. findings that Thomas
Nelson had instituted the proceedings
for the disbarment of the attorneys in
the hope of for¢ing them to pay his
: claim against them.

Evidence Summarized.

Summarizing the evidence in the ecase
taken by him, the special master re-
ports that on Deec. 2, 1893, Evans &
i togers, practicing attorneys, at Ogden
entered into a contraét with Thomas
Nelson whereby he ‘was to receive a
third of their half of any amount re-
covered from the Southern Pacific com-
pany for the death of his breiher,
Charles A. Nelson, who was killed on
the company's railroad near Truckee,
Cal., on Jan. 21, 1892. In consideration
of the percentage the complainant was
to receive he was bound to render
services for the¢ attorneys in the way
of procuring evidence for the prosecu-
tion in the damage suit.

Previous, however, to the making of
this agreement, the widow of the dead
man had authorized her older brother-
in-law, Alfred H. Nelson, an attorney
of Ogden, to arrange for the prosecu-
tion of the suit and to engage counsel
to assist him. Accordingly, Evans &
Rogers were engaged and they con-
tracted with Attorney Alfred H. Nel-
son to hunt up evidence for the prose-

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NEWS FROM OVER THE STATE

BEAVS 1S HELD FOR TR

ADMITTED GUILT TO A CALIFOR-
NIA MAN.

Sttt

Said He Was With Haworth When
the Latter Killed Sandall—Said
Costello Was Paid.

(Special Correspondence.)

Kaysville, July 2.—The testimony of H.
E. Grant of Oakland, Cal, in the pre-
liminary hearing of L. U. Reavis on the
charge of murdering Thomas Sandall,
which was held here this morning, was
very damaging to the defendant's case.
It was in the nature of an admission
made by Reavis to Grant the day prior
to the former's arrest in Redding, Cal.,
on_ MNay 19, 1900.

Grant was a witness and under

a rigid and ingenious cross-examination |

by Attorney D. O. Willey, jr., he was
unshaken on the salient points of nis
story. Fiery words passed between ihe
attornes and the witness several times

during the cross-examination, when the |

character of the latter was assailed.
Mr. Grant was examined by Attorney

Y Allison and said he had been acquainted

with the defendant for about three years
in California. Because of this acquaint-
ance he had been sent up to Redding by
Detective Fitzgerald of San Francisco to
locate Reavis. Witness arrived in Red-
ding on May 17 and saw and recognized
defendant that night. The next day he
went to Cummings’ barn, in the outskirts
of town, near where Reavis lived, and
met defendant there: rode down town
with him. On the way down a conversa-
tion occurred as to the Sandall killing.
Heavis started the talk and asked wit-
ness if Haworth had been tried and sen-
tenced yet, adding that the trial had been
set for Avril 26. Witness denied knowl-
edge of the case, and then Reavis said
that Costello had been paid §i0 for nis
deposition in the Haworth case, adding:
“If I went to Utah I could balp Nick
out of his scrape, but I weouldn't like to
g0, tor those mormon s— of b— would
hang me, too.” Witness asked how that
would be possible and what Reavis ha.d
to do with the case, and the defendant’'s
reply was: “Why, 1 was with Nick when
he killed the old man.” He added that
the three of them, meaning himself, Ha-
worth and Billy Costello, had only $§1.50
among them, and some move had to be
made.

Mr. Grant testified that when Reavis
was arrested he remarked that he had
been expecting it a long time, and the

sheriff replied: “It has come quick
enouzh, hasn't it?” ‘
To Mr. Willey, on cross-examination,

Mr. Grant denied that he was a detective.
He was in business in Oakland, and sev-
eral times had assisted in apprehending
criminals. He was sent to apprehend
Reavis, but what he had done was not
for hope of reward, in fact he had never
seen the notice of a reward being offered;
his desire was to see that justice was
done.

Reavis at this point prompted Attorney
Willey to ask a series of questions on
the events leading up to the_conversanon
he had with Grant, the erfort being to
show that the latter had tried to lead
defendant to talk by advising him to tell
all he knew of the case. Grant denied
having given such advice.

Deputy Sheriff Jed Abbott was put on
the stand to relate a threat made by
Reavis against Grant, after the latter had
testified in the Haworth case. It was
while Abbott was taking Reavis back to
Salt Lake to jail that the latter said he
would not be responsible for what he did
to Grant when he regained his freedom.
“If these bracelets were not on me, I'd
hit him one -anyhow, for luck,’ said
Reavis, according to Abbott's testimony.

Attorney Willey asked that the defend-
ant be discharged on account of a lack
of evidence to show that he was in any
way connected with the crime. Justice
Gailey, however, held that the evidence
was sufficient to show that defendant was
implicated in the killing and Reavis was
ordered held to the district court on the
charge of murder in the first degree.

CHIEF DEPUTY DISCHARGED.

Action of Utah County Recorder—
Game Law Violated.
(Special Correspondence.)

Provo, July 2.—The Utah county com-
missioners met this morning with a great
deal of business on hand. A communica-
tion came up from the recorder’s office,
asking the commissioners to remove Miss
Rose Young, chief deputy recorder, from
the office. Mrs. May Brown Spencer, the
county recorder, alleged in her commun-
ication that Miss Young had been dere-
lict in her duties as chief deputy, for
which she wanted the deputy discharged.
Subsequently she withdrew her request
and notified the commissioners that she
had removed Miss Young herself and ap-
pointed Mrs. Rose Searle to fill the va-
cancy.

A communication from General Passen-
ger Agent G. W. Heintz of the Rio
Grande Western called the commission-
ers’ attention to the fact that “certain
persons” are dynamiting fish in Provo
river and placing them on the market.
He called attention to the excellent fish-
ing opportunities afforded on Provo river,
saying that it is the best fishing stream
in the state, but if a wholesale slaughter

of the fish in that stream is permatted, |

the fish there will become extinct. State
Fish and Game Warden Sharp also wrote
the commissioners and requested the
county to take some steps toward pro-
tecting the fish from the blasting process

of catching them. The matter was re- |

ferred to the county fish and game war-
den with instructions to enforce the law.

COLLEGE TRUSTEES.
Control of Agricultural College Is

Turned Over to Prof. Kerr.

(Special to The Herald.;

Logan, July 2.—The board of trustees
of the agricultural college met here to-
day. Colonel Adams, as chairman of the
board in the absence of McCormick,
turned over to Professor Kerr the keys
and full control of the institution. Other
matters of business were:

Pay of farm hands was increased from
1315 cents per hour to 15. The resignation
of Protessor George Thomas was acecept-
ed, to take effect Sept. 30, when the lat-
ter goes to Harvard to obtain his degree.
Protessor Stewart, station chemist and
Professor Linfield of the dairy depart-
ment, were granted vacations, the first
one for two meonths and the latter for
three months. John F. Engel of Ogden
was employved as a member of the facul-
ty at a salary of $1,200 a year. Dr. K. G.
Gowans was also employed at a salary
of $1,400 per year: Eivin J. Norton was

employed as private secretary to the
president.
At President Kerr's request the by-

laws were amended to permit the proper
establishment of professorships in the
various branches taught at the college.

BANK CONSOLIDATION.

Preliminary Steps Taken by Two Pro-
vo Institutions.

Provo, July 2.—The First National bank
of Provo went into liquidation this morn-
ing and is now closed to all business ex-
cept the settlement of accounts,
will probably consume thirty days’ time.
The stockholders of the Provo Commer-
cial & Savings bank will meet tomorrow,
at which meeting arrangements will be
made for the consolidation of the two
banks. The capital stock of the Com-
mercial and Savings bank will be in-
creased to $100,000, 325,600 of which will
be taken up by the stockholders of the
First National hank.

The business of the consolidated banks

will be conducted in the Provo Commer-

cial & Savings bank building until the
National bank building, which is situated
on the corner of Center and J streets,
can be remodeled, when the business will
be carried on there.

Explains That It Would Involve an
Abandonment of the Work in
Which He Has Been Engaged.

When asked for his reasons for de-
clining the presidency, Dr. Gowans said:

| scientific study and researche. To
| give up these inclinations in order to ac-
jcept an administrative position, to the

work of which I am not accustomed,
{ would be to practically nullify all my

former labors. and would lead me into
an educational field which I do not desire
to enter. In short, I cannot accent the
presidency of the college, because it
would reguire the sacrifice of all my am-
bitions in an educational way, and would,
I am sure, prevent the best results from
my life’s labors.”
