INDIANS FIGHT SU

DOOMED MAN WAS QUIET AND
COMPOSED WHEN SENTENCED.
Brigham City, July 2.—Abe Majors,

known to the law as James Morgan,

was sentenced today by Judge Hart to
be shot within the walls of the state |
penitentiary on Aug. 17. He must die

for the death of Captain William A.

Brown, who was killed by Majors and

his brother in June of 1899,

. Majors appeared in court this morn-
ing with Sheriff Cordon, who had

brought him from the penitentiary,
where he has been confined for the last |
year awaiting the decision of the su- |
preme court in his case. He was also |
accompanied by his attorneys, Jones
and Call. He was as quiet and as self- |
possessed as ever and showed to the |
officers and in the presence of the court
no emotion. They do not understand
him any more than they did when they
had first caught him on the hillsides
of the Wasatch mountains more than
a year ago. He was dressed in a neat
suit of checked stuff, which fitted him
very well .

The court told Majors to stand up
and he did so. Judge Hart said to him
that he had been brought into court t® |
have sentence passed on him again!
and to hear from him any objections
that he might want to make. The de-
fendant would be given an oppertunity
to show why a time should not be set
for the sheriff of Box Elder county to
execute the judgment of the court,

R. H. Jones of counsel for the de-
fendant arose and said that he had
telegraphed to the clerk of the supreme
court to forward the records in the
case, but they had not yet arrived. He
said that he would renew his former
motion for a new trial on the ground
on which the motion was made before,
and in particular upon the afidavit of
Juror Phillips, who found the defend-
ant guiity. He also said that he had
newly discovered evidence which he
wished the court to consider.

Prejudice of a Juror.

The affidavit was read. It sets forth
that before the trial Phillips had said
that “Morgan should suffer death,” and
if he was on the jury he “would con-
vict him, because Morgan deserved to
die.”

County Attorney B. H. Jones op-
posed the motion for a new trial for
the reason that an arrest of judgment
had been argued and settled, and he
said that every legal right had been
given to the defendant. The motion
was overruled by the court.

Attorney Call for the defendant
asked that the date of execution be put
as far in the future as was possible.
He wanted at least fifty days from the
day of sentence.

The court went over the case at
some length, saying that the defendant
had been tried and convicted; that the
case had gone to the supreme court of
the state, and that court had affirmed
the judgment of the district court and
ordered that the judgment stand. He
said that there were now no legal rea-
sons why the judgment should not pro-
ceed, and he then sentenced the de-

Ogdén City will appeal from the de-
cision of Judge Marshall accepting the
bid of Thomas D. Dee and others for
the Ogden City waterworks. The city

The fixing of the tax levy for the year
was laid over until the next meeting.

Sarah J. Brown and a number of
other property holders, representing
about 80 per cent of the property own-
ers, presented a petition protesting
against the paving of the two blocks
on Washington avenue included in pav-
Inasmuch as the
council had failed to acquire the right
to pave, the communication was filed.

Glenwood park was granted a park
license for $75 per year for all privi-
leges except slot machines, and the bar,
which pays the liquor license.

At 11:35 o’clock the council
journed for one week.

WEBER ASSESSMENT.

Auditor Makes His Report to the
County Board.

The county commissioners met yes-
terday. The auditor made his report of
the changes upon the assessment rolls
as ordered by the board of equalization.

The report states that as changed the
total valuation of the property of We-
ber county, excepting railroads, tele-
graph and other properties assessed by
the state board, is $9,720,435, of which
is in Ogden City and the bal-
ance, $2,687,860, in the county.

Last year’s figures, after equalization,
and before the state board assessment,
were $6,919,920 for the city and $2,536,386
for the county, showing a loss in the
county in this year’s assessment of: In
real estate, improvements, solvent cred-
its, etc., $81,000. The gains are horses
and mules, $38,000; cattle, $7,000; mer-
