According to a decision of the su
preme court rendered yesterday all of
the jurors who were originally accepted-
to try the charge of murder against
John H Benbrook last February in the
criminal court of this district may
rest secure in the knowledge
Gordon McPherson the colored juror
who was one of the twelve originally
accepted can have no cause of action
against them for damages for refusing-
to sit with him In the jury box to try
the case The first of the eleven dam
age which McPherson threatened
to was against Edward Mc
Carrlck and the amount of damage
claimed was fixed at 5000

In the lower court the defendant de
murred to the complaint on the plea
that It stated no cause of action in
alleging that the plaintiff had been put
to public disgrace and a sense of hu-
miliation resulting In financial dam
age by reason of the fact that defend
ant had refused to sit in the jury box
with the gentleman of color Judge
Cherry held that the demurrer was
well taken and that if McCarrick had
suffered any damage at all It was be
cause of the act of the attorneys con-
senting to the colored mans dismissal
from the jury and Judge Nonells or
der thereupon excusing him from jury
service and not from any act com
iplained of agamst defendant

No Cause of Action
