Pocatello, Idaho, July 19.—Once more
all is turmeoil and trouble in the polit-
ical maelstrom that surges over Poca-
tello. After a heated debate that lasted
something like three hours, the com-
bined Steunenberg and Hawley forces
succeeded in preventing the Democratic
convention from voting in favor of
nominating a United States senator.

It was clear to everybody, in fact it
was openly stated, that if the proposi-
tion to nominate went through, nobody
but Fred T. Dubois could or wou'd be
chosen. The allied forces won by the
narrow margin of four votes, the bal-
lot standing 125 against nominating
and 121 in favor of it.

A proposition is already on foot to
move a reconsideration at the session
tomorrow meorning. Sepator Dubois’
chief lieutenants claim that several del-
egates were under a misapprehension
and that one of them 'will ask that the
question be taken up again. A parlia-
mentary auestion is involved.
