NEWS FROM OVER THE STATE

DAVIS COUNTY SCHOOLS.

New Superintendent Takes Charge—
Meeting of Trustees.
(Special Correspondence.}
Farmington, Aug. 6.—There was a
well attended meeting of the school

trustees of Davis county held here to-
day. Superintendent N. T. Porter and
his successor in office, E. M. Whiie-
sides, were both present, and during
the afternoon the formal transfer of
the school superintendent’s official title
and effects was made.

The trustees came to a decision
among themseives as to the conducting
of the schools during the coming year,
and an agreement was reached that
whatever is done in respect to engag-
ing janitors, allowing holidays. visiting
days, teachers’ contracts, etc., shall be
uniform all over the county. The
school calendar was arranged so that
school will even on Sept. 17, and the
winter holidays will begin Dec. 21 and
continue for two weeks.

This afternoon the Public School Li-
brary association held a session and a
reorganization was effected, with E. M.
Whitesides as president; Albert Beazer,
secretary, and Jaren Tolman, W. B,
Marshall and J. H. Wilcox as directors.
Reports from the districts in which
libraries have been open this year were
to the effect that they have been a
great success. Commencing early in
{ the school vear there will be five li-
braries in operation in Davis county,
one each in Waood's Cross, Bountiful,
Farmington, Kaysville and, Layton.
| Superintendent Porter, to whose ef-
forts is mainly due the establishment
of these free ecirculating libraries, is
gratified with the report that the ex-
periment is successful.

Mr, Porter has been a capable officer,
and under his management the schools
of Davis county have made  excellent
Progress.

COST OF HAWORTH TRIAL.

Necessitates Increase in Davis Coun-
ty Ta~ Levy.
(Special Correspondence.)

Farmington, Aug. 6 —The county
commissioners were in session today,
and after traneacting routine business
they fixed the tax levy for county and
county school purposes at 31 and 1%
mills respectively. This is an advance
of half a mill for county purposes, and
it is the first time since statehood that
the levy has exceeded 3 mills. On the
tax from that lavy the county gcvern-
ment has been conducted and a small
surplus has accumulated. This was
much more than wiped out by the
heavy expense incident to the Haworth
murder trial, which has cost the coun-
ty between $3,000 and $4,000, and which
necessitated the increase. But for this
trial the levy would have bean low-
ered.

The school trustees and superintend-
ent of the county today made a vigor-
ous demand on the commissioners to
increase the school levy to 2 mills, but
their request was not complied with.

The bill of Attorneys Richards and
Allison of Ogden for $1,000 for services
in the Haworth prosecution was tabled
till next session.
