ROSE FROM A FARM.

Huntington Achieved Success By
Own Efforts.

Collis Potter Huntington was born
in Harrington, Conn., Oct. 22, 1821. He
is descended from the Huntingtons of
Connecticut, who were the progenitors
of Benjamin, the jurist; Samuel, the
signer of the Declaration of Indepen-
dence; Daniel, tutor of Yale and Con-
gregational minister; Frederick Dan-
iel, the Protestant Episcopal minister,
and Daniel, the painter.

His father was a farmer, with a fam-
ily of nine children, of whom Collis was
the fifth. He was brought up as the

average farmer's son of his time, with |

Starts Store in Tent

In the fall of 1849 Mr. Huntington
commenced business in Sacramento in
a tent, with such articles as were in
demand by the miners. The large use
of shovels, picks and other hardware
led to determining his line of business,
With the increase of trade and the
necessity of carrying a larger stock
of goods in order to advantage
of cheaper freights by 1g around
the Horn, Mr. Huntington became as-
sociated with Mark Hopkins, which
association continued for twenty-four
years, until the death of Mr. Hopkins.
This partnership was a model in that
it was not marred by a single misun-
derstanding or unkind word between
the partners, and with a credit to an
apparently unlimited extent, the losses
were a minimum, which fact shouid be
recorded as an evidence of the com-
mercial integrity of the early Califor-
nians, not generally found in a new
and shifting population made up so
largely of the adventurous.

Conceives a Railroad.

Mr. Huntington as early as 1£i9 was
an advocate of a speedy projection and
completion of a railway across the
Slerra Nevada mountains. This pro-
ject was se gigantic that he was, with
other early advocates, called “Pacific-
railroad-crazy.” &8 a business propo-
sition it staggered the wisest financiers
of the community, but Huntington
went steadily onward, and in 1861 the
Ceatra!

| York and Washington set the finan-

ciers and lawmakers in aetive co-
operation, and a contract with the
government.’ by which he agreed to
construct a railroad and telegraph line
from the Pacific coast to 2 point where
it would meet the Unien Pacific rail-
road was made and executed. The as-
sociates pledged their private fortunes
to the success of the road. and whiie
the country was in the threes of civil
war the funds were raised and the last
spike which connected the Central Pa-
cific with the Union Pacific was driven,

and the dream of Huntington became |

a reality.
Builds Southern Pacific.

Not content with this achievement,
Huntington planned and perfected the
whole Southern Pacific railroad sys-
tem with over 8900 miles of steel track,
and built and acquired a system east

of the Mississippi river by which the |

Southern Pacific and the Chesapeake
& Ohio and other railways form a con-
tinuous line nearly 50800 miles long,
from Portland, Ore., to Newport News,
Va., with all its varieus connections
and fine harbors on both sides of the
continent.

At Newport News Huntington erect-
ed the largest dry dock and shipyard
in the United States, where the largest
cruisers in the navy and war ships
for the republics of South America
were built and fitted out.

For a few years the great railroad
builder enjoyed the pleasure. of riding
in his own private car over his own
lines from ocean to ocean, or from
Newport News on the Atlantic by way
of New Orleans to San Francisco, and
a third of the way across. the con-
tinent again by way of the Cestral
Pacific to Ogden, Utah. By the year
1890, however, Mr. Huntington had dis-
posed of all his railroad interests east
of the Mississippi river in order to de-
vote his energy to the interests.of the
Southern Pacifie company, in whose
future he had unbounded confidence.

Special trains of Earle's re-
frigerator cars carry the large consign-
ments of fruit, and the distance to
London has been made in the short
space of sixteen days.

The growers realize at the rate of
over $1,000 per car for the peaches,
prunes, pears and plums packed in
crates and shipped. More money will
be made by the southern Idahe fruit
growers this year than last, and next
vear they will have still iarger bank
accounts. In time Mr. Martin believes
that this industry in Utah’s neighbor-
ing state will grow in importance to
what the peach crop amounts to in
Georgia, from where were lately
shipped 2,100 cars of this fruit in five
weeks.

AMERICA WILL NOT
OPPOSE DBRITAIN

Washington, Aug. 14—The attitude
of the United States concerning the
landing of British troops at Shanghai

has been made known to the foreign
governments through their representa-
tives here. This has had the effect of
practically eliminating the United
States from the question.

Neither the French nor the German
government is disposed to accept calm-
ly the landing of British troops, and
it is understood that strong representa-
tions both from France and Germany
are now being made at London.

As summed up by a well-informed
diplomatist, these representations are
in effect that for every British marine
landed at Shanghai, France and Ger-
many also would land a marine. It is
felt, moreover, that the issue involv_ed
relates not only to Shanghai, but yir-
tually to the control of the entire Yang
Tse Kiang valley, known as the para-
dise of China.

Foreign governments have manifest-
ed a desire also to learn the views of
the United States government concern-
ing the instructions of Russia to her
minister at Pekin, M. de Giers. In re-
sponsé to inguiries here, it has been
found that this government looks upon
the course of Russia as substantially
the same as that of the United States,
and that the powers are therefore act-
ing in substautial unanimity.

Germany Sends Cruisers.

London, Aug. 15, 4 a. m.—The Berlin
correspondent of the Daily Chronicle
says the German government has or-
dered two cruisers to Shanghai. and
that another is on the way, while a
fourth is already there. r
