BEST TEACHERS

Professor J J McClellan assumes
the position of tabernacle organist on
Oct 1 with something of a meteoric
musical career behind him He is well
known in Utah as one of the states
leading musicians and in filling the
vacancy caused by the resignation of
Professor Daynes it is doubtful that
the church authorities could have
found any one so well fitted fOr theplace

Professor McClellan from his infancy
possessed a great fondness for music

At the same time Professor McClellan
was studying the piano under Al
berta Jonas a celebrated Spanish mas
ter

Played Worlds Fair Organ
For three months shortly after tak-

ing up his work Professor McClellan
had charge of the mammoth Worlds
fair organ in University hall at Ann
Arbor during the illness of his in
structor Dr Stanley It was during that
time that he gained a great deal of
experience In pipeorgan work the in
strument referred to having forty
stops more than the tabernacle organ

While at Ann Arbor Professor Mc
Clellan was chpir master and organist-
at St Thomas church and conductor-
of an orchestra of twenty pieces which
led the Catholic mass celebrations
Even greater honors were conferred on
him during his stay there For one
and a half years he held the chair of
harmony in the faculty of the musical
college and he was offered the perma-
nent position of assistant to Dr Stan
ley in organ work and to Jonas In
pianoforte In 1896 he received the de
gree of D B He returned to Utah
however accepting the tutorship in
the musical department of the Latter
day Saints college and later in the
BrIgham Young academy at Provo-

A year ago Professor McClellan went
to Germany studying under Xavier
Scharwenka and Ernst Jedllczka the
latter having been one of Rubensteins-
last pupils While abroad Professor
McClellan was tendered the position of
musical instructor in the University-
of Utah and he returned to accept it
His more recent appointment came as
a complete surprise and the position-
Is one which he esteems very highly
That he will fill both with credit to
himself goes without saying
