Washington, D. C,, Sept. 11.—The state
department thkis afternoon issued the fol-
lowing:

They following communication was
handed to Acting Secretary of State Hill
this evening ffom the Chiese minister:

Cablezram from Earl Li Hung Chang,
dated the Tth of Cestember, 19X, traas-
mitted by the Chinese minister at St.
Petersburg under date of Sept. 9, and re-
ceived by Minister Wu n the last named
date:

“L am in reeceipt of an imperial edict of
the 30th day of the seventh moon, Aug.
24, 1900, transmitted from Pao Ting Fa
It is as follows:

“‘Lid Hung Chang, envoy plenipoten-
tiary, is hereby vested with full discre-
Uonary powers and he shall promptly
deal with whatever questions may require
attenticn. From this distance we will
not contrel his actions. Let this edict be
forwarded with extra cxpedition at the

Tate of &0 li per day (to Earl Li) for
h‘ll:i« information and guidance. Respect

To the above communication Acting Sec-
retary Hill has handed Mr. Wu the fol-
lowing reply:

““The United States does not teel called
upon to express any opinion at this time
as to the sufficiency of .LLi Hung Chang's
suthority, but hopes it will transpire that
his credentials are full®and authoritative,
not only for negotiations, but to enable
him without further deiay to give assur-
ance that the life and property of Ameri-
cans will henceforth be respected througn-
out the Chinese empire."”

From the formal statemen: it appears
that the siate department is not yet ready
1o begin direct negotiations with Li Hung
Chang. 1t does not question his creden-
1lals as a plenipotentiary, but simply
leaves the matter in abeyvance. Probably
this is because all of the powers have not
returned their responses to the Russian
note as it is desired tosavoid the United
fitates first among the powers to abandon
the hope of harmgnious action and strike
for itself toward the settlement directly
with China.

THREE POWERS ACT ON CHINA.

Italy Has Peace Plan—France Ready
to Quit.

BAYONET FORCES
IDLERS TO WORK

Galveston, Tex., Sept. 11.—The c¢ity is
under martial law. Some order is be-
ing brought out of chaos, and some-
thing like a systemaric attempt is be-
ing made td clear the debris_and re-
move the dead.

Idlers are being pressed into the ser-
vice at the point of the bhayonet and
made to work, and a milivary cordon
is being drawn tighter and tighter
abo=t the »lace.

Every horsé and mule that was left
in the city is in service. .

Supplies are eoming in from ' Hous-
ion. and ‘the first line of communica-
tion with the outside world was ob-
tained today via Texas City.

The forces are working on railroads,
and 'n a few days the people of Gal-
vestoa believe the situation will be
greatly improved. .

The horrors of Sunday were as noth-
ing compared with Monday's.

An attempt was made to bury the
dead, but the ground was full of water
and it was impossible to dig trenches
and the bodies were taken to sea for
burials.

Ghouls have stripped dead bodies of
jewelry and articles of value.

The remnant of the battery of artil-
lery patrolled the streets last night
under direction of the chief of police,

The militia has been called on to send
detzils for service in the city.

Extent of the Havoc.

West of Thirty-third street the storm
swept the ground perfectly ciear of the
residences that once stood upon it, and
piled them up five blocks back of the
beach, strewing the piling with the de-
bris and bodies of victims.

The fearful work of the storm was
not confined to the district along the
beach, but took in all the city district
and the Denver resurvey, but it was in
the vicinity of the beach that the most
destruction to huma® life occurred.

The waves washed away the Home
of the Homeless, and it is thought that
the inmates, thirteen orphans and
three lady matrons, were drowned.

The government works were greatly
damaged. In the north part of the
west end the damage was great also,
almost every building being damaged
and many completely wrecked.

The cotton and lumber yards in that
section of the city were destroyed and
much valuable machinery is ruined.
However, tne loss of life was not so
heavy in that district,

there is not a heuse standing on the
prairie. Most of the dead so far lo-
cated are in the two small villages of
Heedville and Beasly. One man was
killed on the Booth plantation, and the
piantation was wrecked.

At El Campo every house has been
damaged.

At Ariola two were killed and several
injured seriously.

A committee of
100 citizens were appointed, among
them being doctors and cooks.
