For quiet and subtle are rrtavs
Never and always thinking
characterize the Indian poker player
He sits and chews his tobacco grunts
out his bids and bluffs rakes in
stakes or feeds the jackpot as
case may be with silent demeanor
You mlcht think the Indians were
playing for lives instead of a few
blankets or a couple of dollars They
seldom look at each other to see If they
can read the countenance It Is

for any mind reader to tell
whether an Indian thinks about killing
you or you his favorite wife so
inexpressive is his face That is why
the Indians are fond of poker Ittaxes their facial makes
them excited and tests the nerve

All of the reservation Indians in the
southwest have taken to gambling as
their chief amusement Ghost dancing
and war dancing are only side issues in
the great campaign of sport As soon
