The supply of fresh water was soon
exhausted and an effort was made toget water by catching rainwater in
buckets suspended at the top of thelighthouse The experiment was asuccess in a way but it demonstrated-a remarkable incident of the force ofthe wind The buckets were soon filled
with water but it was salty and couldnot be used The salt spray was car-
ried Into the air over 130 feet and wasmingleu with the rainwater that fell inthe buckets From the top of the light
tower several venturesome storm sufferers viewed the destructive work ofthe wind on Galveston island Twelvedead bodies were recovered near thelighthouse
