WAS LIVELY CONVENTION OS1

DEMOCRATIC DELEGATES

The Democrats of the Second precinct
held a lively convention last evening In
the Sixth ward meeting house to nomi
nate candidates for the offices of Jus
tice of the peace and constable and to
choose a chairman of the precinct cam
paign committee The meeting started
out with K D Folsom as temporary
chairman and W B LaVfelle as secre
tary and these wore afterward made
the permanent officers of the conven-
tion

In lieu of having a committee Qn
credentials report the names of the ac-
credited delegates the chairman of
each district delegation presented a
list of the delegates entitled to seats
in the convention and these were ac-
cepted without question It was also
Uecidedto allow each delegation to cast
its full vote

A committee consisting of J C Lam-
bert G H Eackman Hugh Watson
Gus King and John Q Critchlow was
named to report an order of business
The committee recommended that the
candidate for constable be nominated
first followed by the nomination of a
caiididate for justice of the peace It
was ilso recommended that the chair
man and secretary of the precinct
campaign committee bu chosen by the
chairmen of the several districts

Order of Business Keversed
This order however did not suit the

convention A good deal of time was
devoted to arguing the merits of the
scheme to elect the chairman and sec-
retary of the campaign committee as
was proposed with the result that the
convention decided t change the order
so that the nomination of a candidate
for Justice of the peace would come
first and then only a campaign chair
man be elected not by the district
chairmin but from the body of the
house

For candidate for justice of the peace
of the Second precinct William Mc
Lachlan proposed the name of Richard
Hartley in a eulogistic speech The
name of Morris Sommer was presented-
by Judge Norrell in a telling speech
that won hearty applause It was em-
phasized by the judge that Justice
Sommer ran eightythree votes ahead
of the winning candidate for congress
man in the precinct four years ago and
that since then he had won a roouta
tlon against which nothing derogatory
could be said

After numerous seconding speeches a
ballot was ordered resulting in seven
tythree and onehalf votes for Som
mer and twentyfive and forHartley The nomination of Justice
Sommer was mode unanimous on mo-
tion of a supporter of the losing can
didate

Allen Por Constable
Three entries were made in the race

for nomination of constable Samuel
Allens name was proposed by G H
Bakman and G M Sullivan presented-
the claims of Robert F Aveson

C M Jackson nominated Colin W
Rankin as one who Is not so good

All n fiecured fiftytwo and onehalfto thirty sinl onehalf for Aveson andsixteen for nankin On Avesons mo
tion the nomination of Allen was made
unanimous

For chairman of the precinct cam-
paign committee Thomas C Lewis
Albert C Morris and John Shea were
nominated resulting in the election of
Lewis by a vote of sixtyone and one
half to twentyseven for Morris andten and onehalf for Shea

An attempt was made to organize
the delegation for work in the county
convention but it was deemed thatthere would be time for ths Friday
morning and the precinct convention
then adjourned
