' GALVESTON TO REBUILD.

P.‘obability is That Site Will Be Un-
l changed.

New York, Sept. 13.—Railroad ‘men in
this city have been discussing with
great interest the possibility that Gal-
veston may be rebuilt on a different
| site, less liable to the onslaughts of the
Gulf -of Mexico than the fiat, sandy
| island which has twice been denuded
i by wind and water.

It was rumored that the Southern
Pacific company would head a ve-
,ment to build the city on a spot forty
miles to the southwest of its present
{ location, at the mouth of the Brazos
| river. But representatives of the rail-
way systems which connected Galves-
ton with the outside world before the
! present disaster, say her residents will
rebuild on the same sand island in
spite of the terrible experiences. They
believe that Galveston, injured finan-
cially though her citizens have been,
will be rebuilt by her citizens without
the z2id of oytside ecapital.

Charles H. Tweed, chairman, and D.
IO Mills, of the Southern Pacific board
of directors, both said last night that
the der(torﬂ had not discussed the
que:tlon of rebuilding Galveston. .

“The railroads will, of course; have to
replace their own property,” said Mr.
Tweed, “but I do not think they will
co-operate in any movement to replace
the town. The residents of .Galveston
do not need their heip for that purpese.

“Galveston is, of course, in dire need
of immediate relief just now. There are
many persons who have so suffered as
to be keenly in want of financial ss-
sistance, but Galveston is a wealthy
town, one of the wealthiest in the
south, and when it comes io a ques-
tion of replacing the city. I believe that
tke resources of her own citizens wiil be
found quite adequate.

“The town, in my epinion, will not Be
reconstructed at the mouth of the Bra-
zos. It is not an easy matter to move

a city.”

“The land at Velasce is somewhat
higher than, that at Galveston,” said
President Rousee of the Missouri, Kan-
sas & Texas.

Nearly 1,000 Forlorn Survivors
Weary, Ragged and Hungry.
Houston, Tex., Sept. 13.—Houston is |
now the haven of the unfortunate peo- |
ple of Galveston. Trains have already
brought in between 800 and 1,060 of the

survivors, and a motley crowd they are.
Men, bareheaded, barefooted, hatless

and coatless, with swelled feet and
bruised and blackened bodies and
heads, were numerous. Women of

wealth and refinement, frequently hat-
less and shoeless, with gowns in
shreds, were among the refugees. Some
times there would be a man, wife and
| child or two, but these cases were rare,
nearly all of those who came in hav-
ing suffered the lJoss of one or more
members of their family.

Many of the refugees to reach Hous-
ton had tasted little or no food since
the storm.
