Jailer Thomas held a short conver-
sation with the prisoner yesterday and
held before him a traveling card of the
miners’ union of British Columbia,
which had been taken from the man in
custody, and which showed that Tonx
Shumaker had worked in the mines of
Camp Kinney and was entitled to the
privileges of the union. It was dated
May 15, 1900, and in a measure corrob-
orated the statement of the prisoner
that he had recently worked in the
British Columbia mines.

Jailer Thomas asked him if the name
on the card was not his proper name,
but the man only replied: “Oh, never
mind about that. Lynch will do.”

He refused to see any attorney who
might be sent him, sayving that he
would possibly consult some one later

“This is but one of my periodical
visits,” said Judge Cornish, “and I
cannot see that any significance should
be attached to it. The Short Line's
business is inecreasing greatly and we
have got to take care of it. We must
see that the people are well cared for.
