still believed that the demonetization
of silver was the greatest crime of the
century the told
why he had recently become a Repub-
lican Sliver remonetlzation was made
the paramount issue for the first time
In 1896 he said but nov the issue is
expansion made so by Mr Bryan
Senator Stewart declared that Bryan
had turned his back on the cause of
silver by not coming out this far west
in this campaign

His definition of paramount issue was
that declaration of policy which the
party elected could be depended upon
to make Into law after election and
from this he reasoned that if the Dem
ocrats were victorious nothing would
be done for the remonetization of sil-
ver but that every notion dear to his
good old heart on the expansion ques-
tion would be knocked higher than the
moon

The balance of the senators remarks
were devoted to an argument for terri-
torial expansion of the dominion of the
United States and an occasional apos
trophe to the flag and the achievements-
of the volunteers which brought forth
just about two bursts of applause

New York Oct special torhe
Herald from the City of Mexico says

One hundred thousand dollars Is the
urlze which Dr Angel Bellinzaghl a
young Italian specialist may win as the
discoverer of a serum which cures yellow
fever

Several years ago the Mexican govern-

ment made a standing offer of 100000 to
the discoverer of a remedy for yellow
fever which everyyear i epidemic In the
lower gulf ports and on the Isthmus of
Tehauntepee

Several eminent specialists have made
experiments at the port Yera Cruz
since the was mad Not until this
summer did any of the serums experi-
mented with prove successful in virulent
cases At last however the remedy has
been found

The experiments conducted at Vera
Cruz were under the auspices of the gov-
ernment board of health commis-
sion appointed by the board to witness
the experiments has Just reported favor
ably upon their result

Part of the big prize will be paid to the
doctor at once He has been asked to
make further experiments in various
forms of the disease at Cruz and
If they are successful he will win the
entire jrlze

Secures First Case
In June last Dr came to

the City of Mexico to obtain permission-
of the government to make experiments
at Vera Cruz where the yellow fever was
then raging While Dr was
awaiting the customary formalities to be
complied with David Kilpatrick an
American who had come from the Isth-
mus was taken ill with yellow fever in
its most virulent form three or four days
after arriving in the city He was taken
to the American hospital where his case
was pronounced hopeless

A the in charge-
of the hospital gave permission to Dr
Bellinzaghi to try his serum upon the
patient Dr visited the pa-

tient the fourth day of his illness af-
ter all hope for his life had been given-
up The patient had the black vomit a

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temperature which is considered fatal hissystem was thoroughly permeated with
the disease the action of the kidneys
was entirely stopped a symptom which Is
always considered fatalDr Bellinzaghi injected twenty grains
of his serum on the first day he visited
the patient and succeeded in reducing histemperature and On the second
day he Injected thirty grains on the thirdday sixty crains and on the fourth day
eighty grains

Cured In Three Days
On the second day the vomit disap-

peared and on the fourth day the action-
of the kidneys was restored Three days
later the patient was discharged from the
hospital

This remarkable achievement hastened
the action of the government board oC
health In granting permission to Dr

to make his experiments at Vera
Cruz The serum was tried on the pa-
tients in the military and San Sebastian
hospitals and in 85 per cent of the cases
it was successful The lowest mortality-
of cases Is 50 to 80 per cent

The cases which Dr Bellinzaghl failed
to save were those in very advanced
stages of the disease
