DALYS SUCCESSOR
WAS ONCE A

York Correspondence of Pitts
burg Dispatch

The man Who is stated to succeed the
late Marcus Daly as president and gen-
eral manager ot the Copper
Mining company is Henry H Rogers
of the Standard Oil directorate

Marvelous as was Marcus Dalys rise
from poverty to affluence even more
marvelous has been the rise of this
man Rogers Daly grew up among
mines and miners and Ms childhood-
was an apprenticeship in the business
that eventually made him rich and fa-
mous He never did any other work
for a living than mining Rogers like
Daly was early thrown upon his own
resources Like Daly also he comes
from poor and bumble stock Unlike
Daly he has striven in many fields of
commercial enterprise and from each
of them he has exacted the toll that
only success awards He is mighty in
many ways Daly was mighty only in
oneHalf a century ago Henry H Rog-
ers was a newsboy He sold papers
for a living on the streets Of New Med
ford Maas then the home port of a
great fleet of American whalers That
was before the days of oil wells and
in the ot tne sperm Oil trade
Knocking around among the whalers
and oil refiners it is not unlikely that
young Rogers early acquired a pro
found respect for oil as an article of
commerce perhaps i may even then
have engaged in mental speculation as
to what would be the standing and
wealth of the man who could success-
fully corner the oil supply ot the world
for he openly and frankly says he has
always been in tavor At the combina-
tions which we now call trusts

There wasnt the demand for news-
papers in those days tht there is now
and the profits did not meet the re
quirements of young Rogers In the
town of Fairhaven Conn where he
was born there were members of his
family who depended upon him for as
sistance He needed a steady income
and he found it in H grocery store He
took a place as a delivery boy at S a
week and board He made the most of
the board and sent the t home For
five years he remainedm the employ of
the grocer advancing to the position of
head clerk

Then came the discovery ot oil in
Pennsylvania and in a little time New
Bedford was as dead ae a mining town
that has been abandoned in a rush for
new diggings Young Rogers drifted to
the oil fields He had learned a thing-
or two about the oil trade in New Bed-
ford and his knowledge WM practical
knowledge He found profitable em
ployment readily enough and it was
not long before he had a familiar per-
sonal acquaintance with the oil barons
He was prolific in ideas for saving and
marketing the product of the wells

some of the ideas were so good
that he was employed by one of the
big operators to carry them out This
employment gave him confidence in
himself and stimulated him to new
endeavors He is said to hive suggest-
ed a scheme so stupendous that it al
most stunned his employer it was that
the owners of all producing oil wells
should pool their product and market
it through one concern the Idea being
to control the output reduce the cost
of handling fix a uniform price for cer-
tain and stop competition

The project was discussed by certain
of the larger operators and that practi-
cally was the inception of the Standard
OIL company But before that mighty
concern became had im
proved upon lite original plan If cap
ital could be found it would be better
to buy out all the small producers and
organize the larger ones into a com-
pany that should control the trade
The capital was found many of the
smaller operators sold outright but
some of larger ones refused either-
to or to selL at the price of

NEW DIVORCE CANONS FOR

Kansas City Star
The Rev Cameron Mann rector oC

Grace church Broadway and Thir-
teenth street is a member of the com-
mittee of twelve appointed by the
Episcopal general convention which
met in the city of Washington in 1885
to consider the questions of marriage-
and divorce In that committee there
are six clergymen and six laymen all
of the latter being lawyers The com-
mittee of which Dr Dlx of Trinity
Church New York is chairman met a
year ago and after spending consider-
able time in discussion was unable to
agree upcn any recommendation and
therefore adjourned Another meeting-
was held in New York City last
and after an allday session three
canons were adopted which wilt be
recommended to the general conven-
tion in San Francisco in October 1991
The first of these canons is to
a strict definition of
other physical The sec-
ond canon is with the
present law of the church as to the
duties of ministers Paragraph IV of
this canon is as follows

Nu minister shall solemnise a mar
riage between any two persons untaw
nor until by inquiry he shall have sati-
sfied himself that neither person has
been or Is the husband or the wife ttf

other person then living unless
the former marriage was annulled

decree of dome civil court of com-
petent Jurisdiction for cause existing
before such former marriage

The third canon deals with the did
pline of divorced persons in the follow-
ing language-

No person divorced for cause aria
ing alter marriage and marrying
again during the lifetime of the other
party to the divorce shall be admit
ted to baptism or confirmation or re-

ceived to the holy communion except
when penitent and separated from the
other party to the subsequent mar
riage or when penitent and in imme
diate danger of death but this canon
shall not apply to the innocent party-
to a divorce for the cause of

No person shall be dented
or confirmation or the holy communion
under this canon until after the minis-
ter shell have given to the person due
and sulllcieht notice of such intended
denial and of the right of appeal there
from as hereinafter permitted

Any person repelled from baptism or
confirmation or the holy communion
under section 1 of this canon may ap

to the bishop of the diocese or of
missionary district and if in the

opinion of the bishop further proceed
inns should be had under the appeal
he shall call to his assistance any two
bishops of dioceses or missionary dis
tricts adjoining his own and if after
hearing the appeal as they may deem
proper they shall him that

is sufficient to dispense
with any of the provisions of section 1
of tills canon toe bishop to whom the
appeal was taken shall have power
to grant the dispensation and such oth
er relief as may be appropriate

There were nine members of the com-
mittee present at the meeting at which
these canons were adopted and the

taken was made unanimous Jn
York City most of the clergymen

approve the proposed canons but many
doubted that they would be adopted
by the general convention in 1901

committee which prepared the
said Dr Mann re-

cently is required to have them
printed at least nine months previous-
to the general convention in order thatthey may be fully and freely discussed
by the church people and the church

So far as actual legislation is
there has been really very

little change because the church has
always recognized that a divorce for
the cause of adultery dissolves tlui
bond of marriage and so the innocent
party Is free to marry again The
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church has always held too that a di-
vorce for any other cause arising after
marriage does not dissolve the bond
and therefore neither party is free to
remarry I sav alter marriage be
cause the church recognizes that a di
vorce for causes existing before mar-
riage is not a divorce at all but a
statement that the marriage is and
has ever been null and void The ob-
ject of the canons as drawn by this
committee is mainly to put clearly and
forcibly before the public what has
been and is the law of the church

The two creat that have
been made are forbidding
of the clergy to officiate at the mar
riage of any divorced person no mat
ter what the This is not to de-
clare such a marriage unlawful butsimply because of the difficulty of ar-
riving at the fact in the case on thpart of the ordinary clergyman and
to emphasize the general hostility of
the church of divorce Second the en
acting of a canon which provides fora court of appeal which court cangrant general dispensations for those
exceptional cases which no general law
can reach This is analogous to thepower of pardon which obtains in all
civil governments

WHITE HOUSE IS UNSAFE

There is a considerable anxiety at the
White House as to the stability of the

An accident occurred there late Sat-
urday night which has occasioned
wide conjecture as to whether the old

Shortly after midnight Saturday
there was a crash In the east room
which startled everybody In the man-
sion including the president and Mrs
McKinley who had retired

An investigation showed that thelifesized portrait of Abraham Lin-
coln which has for years occupied a
position of honor on the east wall of
the room along with lifesized portraits
of Martha Washington George Wash-
ington and Thomas Jefferson had
fallen face downward upon the
carrying with it the

In the picture of Lincoln
struck a sofa immediately underneath-
