The action was instituted in the supreme court by W P OAIeara and wasin
prohibiting the city council from Issuthe SSSOQTO worth of bonds Thepurpose was to test th validity of thisand future issues of city bonds for water Improvement purposes

The main question to be decided waswhether the city had exceeded the limitof its debt creating power therebymaking the bond Issue void under thestate constitution and the laws enacted thereunder Irregruhtritfes in theconduct of the election on July 16 whenthe bonds were voted were also pleaded but the supreme court points
that this question was conceded to bewithout

meritLimit
of Debt

Therefore the sole question to be de
termined states the supreme courtopinion Is whether under section 4 ofarticle 14 of the constitution the entiredebt of the city for all purposes is limited to 8 Der cent of the taxable property or whether a separate power isgranted to ineur debts for water light
and sewer purposes not exceeding 4
per cent of the assessed valuation In
dependent and regardless of the amount-
of the general indebtedness Counsel
for plaintiff Insisted that the framers-
of the constitution intended to

a limitation beyond which no
city could go In Its expenditures for any
purpose and that when the several pro
visions of the constitution are constru-
ed together it is manifest that the In
tention was to limit the entire Indebt-
edness of a city to 8 per cent of the val-
ue of the taxable property

Atter expressing the opinion that the
intention or tne constitution framers
Is probably not altogether free from
doubt the court draws attention to the
fact that the legislature enacted a pro-
vision In the general charter for cities
identical to the constitutional provision
on the debt creating power of munl
cipalitles which it Is held is an inter-
pretation of the constitution giving the
authority to incur indebtedness for the
purposes stated within constitutional
limits

Needs of Growing Cities
As an aid to the construction to be

put upon the constitution the opinion
cites that the constitution makers
were confronted with the conditions
and necessities of growing cities and
must be presumed to have toad knowl-
edge fact because a matter of
current history that some of them had
already existing debts in amount large
ly In excess of the 4 per cent limit and
yet had an entirely Inadequate supply
of water light and sewer facilities
Such was the case of the chief muni-
cipality of the then proposed state and
It under the general restriction would
have been wholly unable to provide for
water light and sewers for Its growing
necessities

It is assumed therefore that these
conditions and facts were onsldered
and Influenced the making of a pro-
viso that any city or town may be al
lowed to Incur a larger Indebtedness
not exceeding 4 per cent additional for
supplying such city or town with wa

LUNATIC CAPTURED

Had Built a Rut In City Creek
Canyon

Huddled up In his brush covered cave
In City Creek canyon Frederick Blake
the escaped lunatic for whom Deputy
Sheriff Harries searched the canyon
Monday night was found
day morning and taken In charge by
the police Early yesterday the people
at the upper water tank noticed a thin
stream of smoke issuing from the cave
which the crazy man had dug the day

place in the patrol Going to the brush
covered cave they saw the man
stretched on the cold ground trying to
warm himself by a small brush fire
that filled the place with a cloud of
stifling smoke The man declared to
the officers that he had slept there all
night and intended to stay there to
avoid detection He declared that he
had walked all the way from Provo
and had come by way of the mountains
The unfortunate man declared that he
was going to see Judge Zane and have
his hearing which he claimed had not
been granted him He willingly fol-
lowed the police and was brought to
the city where he was later turned
over to the county officials and will be
held for the Provo asylum officers

follows

In view of the prevalence of smallpox
and the denser of a further in the
state the state board of health has
deemed it necessary to adopt the rule that
all anvacciaated children be ex-
cluded from the school in localities where
the disease exists You are therefore
ordered to cause all schools ot whichever
character within your jurisdiction to be
closed to and teachers who shall
fall to stow signs of having been suc
cessfullv vaccinated within the last
seven years The order Is to be made ef-
fective on and after Jan 1 1901 The
health officers should inspect all pupils
and teachers and furnish them with cer-
tificated Of successful vaccination when
they are entitled to the same Great care
should be taken thatno certificate shall
be issued unless there Is every reason to
believe the vaccination practiced

President Brimhall of the B T
academy Principal Hawllngs of the city
schools and Principal Goodwin of Proctor
academy have been notified by the city
physician of the order from the state
board of health Mayor Taylor and the
local board of health are strictly in
cord with the order and say that It wilt
