Wprk Will Perhaps Coat 25OOO
Big Cliff to Be Blasted Down
Oouncy to Bridge at Onoe

The expert examination made yester
day by representfttivese of the Utah
Light Power company and of the
county 4teckMMd that a fissure exists-
in the tunnel of the pipe line Through
this fissure the water escaped which
caused the rock slide that destroyed the
bridge across the Ogden river

Repairs costing in aU probably not
less than 2SOW will be made by the
power company but the result will be
to the pipe line in much better
shape than It was even before the
break occurred

The examination was made according-
to the plan published yesterday A
manhole was made in the pipe near
the tunnel and through this the party
entered Among 4he xplorers were

Campbell E W Wale and Engineer
Hay wood for the Powei company En-
gineers Parker and Bostaph
for the county with C pt Attorney
Halvereon and S T Whltttiker The
latter made several Hash light pictures
of the interior showing the fissures
Mr Shupe also went In to place cement
in the fissures The pipes were wet and
slimy making progress difficult The
place was a dark as could be and
several resulted dur-
ing the work

The examination showed that the
great ledge of rock through which the
tunnel runs had been split and the
crack runs diagonally through the tun-
nel and up the escape shaft The crack-
is about three quarters of an inch wide
at the bottom of the tunnel and ex
tends upward the whole length of the
escape shaft Its downward length
could not of course be traced but as
water runs out of the cliff nearly 150
feet below the tunnel it must be at
least 28 feet long
