VERDI MET MANY
DISCOURAGEMENTS

Early in the century when the com-

bined armies of Europe were beating
down the throne of Napoleon a party
of Cossacks of Russian army de-
tailed to fight Prince Eugene in Italy
entered the duehy of Parma These
rough riders of the czar were as wild
and savage as the country they came
from and galloped over the territory-
of arma in search of blood and booty
not glory

The coceacks reached the little vil-
lage of Le Roncole They attacked this
hamlet shooting men and women and
tossing children on the points of their
lances they took the valuables from
the houses and set fire to the buildings
iihey made a massacre and ruin that
would have delighted their Tartar an-
cestors Some of the women and chil-
dren fled to tie great church but the
Coeeacks respected not the shrine and
slew them at the altar peasant
woman the wife of a poor innkeeper of
Le Roncole held an infant of a few
months at her breast She darted un-
observed to the stairway leading to the
roof Up the stairs she ran and into
the befry There she lay hidden while
the slaughter went on and when night
came and the Cossacks toad gone shecrept to the ground the infantcalmly sleeping on her breast

The woman of the belfry was Giuseppe Verdis mother and the child was
Gutseppe Verdi himself of whoseoperas the whole world talks and whose
death removed the last of the old school
of Italian opera proper

When Verdi was 11 he achieved a tri-

umph which probably gave him as
much jay as any other he ever won in
his life He was selected as organist ofthe church of Le Roncole and his pay
was fixed at as much as 36 francs ayear which was raised afterward to 40
francs annually

Slg Barezzf a wealthy wine mer
chant assisted Verdi when the latterwent some years later to Milan to study
mueicj He paid his board and tuition
though Verdi subsequently married
Barezzls daughter Margherlta This
occurred in 183C when Verdi was 3
years old having been born Oct 9
1814

Verdis first great success as a mu
sical composer was made at La
in Milan the same theatre prepared
nearly fiftyfour years later for the pro-
duction of his Falteff This was in
1SSS and the opera was Oberto
de Sun Its success was so
great that the young composers name
extended throughout Italy In the first
flush of tame misfortune overtook Ver
di He fell III dad before he recovered
his wife and two children attacked alsoby Illness died Grief affected his mind-
so much that Verdis next work Un
Giorno di Itegno was failure

Ashamed of himself and finding nopleasure m art the young composer
refused to work and upon
throwing up hlg contract with Merelle

Meretie was evidently a discerning
man and he did nut lose of Verdi
One day he hunted up Verdi and askedhim to go with him to the theatre On
the way the manager complained thatNUolat bad refused compose an ope a
for a libretto Written by Solera who

Verdi had previously dene sorpe work

that alt the remainder of the cast was
lacking In talent spoiled the whOle
thing and the failure was so evident

Now La Traviata has long been one

of Verdis most popular works He
wrote Aida for the khedive of Egypt
who gave him 20MO to compose an
opera for him and It was produced at
Cairo in 1871 with muck magnificence
and made a great success

was produced at Cairo 171 and re-

ceived an instant and tasting success
it was thought that tIer composers
work had ended He was nearing W-

and at that age the Imaginative facul-
ties usually are growing dim But many
years later came Otello which many

I British Weekly
Near the battlefield of the Modder

river stood a little farmhouse amid a
clump of trees Thither all day long
the Boers had borne their wounded
Wheri the battle was over a corres-
pondent of the British Weekly went to
the spot curious to see whether the
Boers had carried away all their
wounded The place was ruined by
shot and shell and everything was twill
as death

As the correspondent approached a
womans figure tall desolatelooking
appeared at the door Speaking In a
low voice and in the best of English
she said

There is no one in the house now
sir but a dead man and a little child
You are an Englishman You win

a home whi i has been desecrated
and destroyed

Lifting his hat the correspondent
said Madam if I can be of any help
to you T am more ready
because you are a countrywoman of
my own

Restraining with an iron will her
pentup agony she replied I want
no help There is no help for me apd
mine this side of time You can come
in if you like if you wish further
speech wKh me

Entering the correspondent saw a
rude cradle with a babe in it and a
dead soldier lying on a bed dressed in
a Boer fighting garb That is my hus
band she said I am fortunate per-
haps that he has met death at Me
own door and that I am thus spared
the suspense which has torn so many
hearts in South Africa since the war
began Then she rocked the cradle
with a passion of tenderness

You are not a soldier she began
Will you sit down I should like to
talk if I may I have been here all
day and I have never spoken a word
Then she told how the day had been-
a horrible nightmare to her as she had
tried to help relieve the wounded and
how had refused to go away with
the Boers and leave her dead husband

Snatching a flickering candle and ap
proadhing the bed she said Look at
him well He is one of those who have
been traduced and lied about as cow-
ards breakers of faith tyrants extor-
tionists There he lies one of Gods
noblest A nobler never drew the
breath of life

She then told the story of how ehe
came to be there saying as she again
rocked the cradle He has had no
sleep today poor lamb and the guns
frightened him If those who are re
sponsiUe for this war could only get a
taste of its horrors 1 think it would
come more speedily to an end It U
only the glory they read and think of
the glory and the gain Of the cost
my God What do they care for cost
Boer or Briton they are all alike I
oame out to visit my sister in Durban
seven years ago I met my husband
at her house and I never went back
He had a little money and he bought
this place just five years ago We made-
it together and we loved it Now it is
destroyed and he is dead He was
forced to take part in a quarrel which
interested him but little My brother
ie a lieutenant in the Coldstreams who
were fighting today Perhaps you know
him his name is Evershed Perhaps It
was his bullet that killed my husband
That Is the horror of this war It Is a
fight between those who are or ought
to be brothers My husband said God
would never forgive it to England or
South Africa

Would you like me to go back to
camp and make some inquiries about
Mr Everehed I asked

Thank you she said but that is
needless trouble If he is not killed or
wounded he will come here He knows
