ing act of Lincolns life one for which
the peoples at the earth irrespective
of race nationality and religion will
honor him and revere his name to the
end of time It may now seem strange
that in his day aird generation many
good and honest men questioned the
wisdom of his policy

Praises Minister Burlingame
Nothing shows more conclusively-

the greatness of Lincoln than his se
lection of men for the important pasts
of the government The appointment
of Anson Burlinrame to be United
States minister to Ohms was a signal
instance of this For seven years this
eminent nan resided in the Chinese
capital as the American representative
discharging the duties of his Important
post with consummate ability and

He not only looKed alter the inter
ests of his country during that long
period to the entire sMUUffattion of the
government and people he represented-
but he did more than this he succeed-
ed in winning at tne time the re-
spect and confidence of the Chinese of-

ficials with whom he came 4n contact
by his invariable fairness and courtesy
Consequently when he was about to
return to the United States the

government intrusted him with a
diplomatic mission to the powers of
Eurooe and America

Thus he went to China as Americas
representative and came back to Amer-
ica as Chinas spokesman One of the
most important results of his mission
was the signing of a treaty between
China and America which has since
bornehis name This treaty has done
more than anything else to leave in the
Chinese mind an ineffaceable expiessin

take Chinese subjects to the United
States or any otner foreign country
without their free and voluntary con-
sent

Chinese subjects visiting Or resid-
ing in the United States shall
the same privileges immunities or ex-

ceptions in regard to travel or resi-
dence as may there be enjoyed by the
subjects or citizens of the mOst favored
nation and reciprocjMly citizens of the
United States visiting or residing in
China shall enjoy the same privileges
immunities or exceptions in respect to
travel or residence as may be enjoyed
br the most favored nation
