consternation among high officials in
Washington and in the Dakotas. For
many years Mr. McKenzie was th}‘
recognized Republican boss of the terri-
tory of Dakota, and after the separa-
tion and admission of the territory as
two states, he controlled the Repub-
lican party in North Dakota with an
iron: will. He made governors, con-
gressmen and United States senators.
His will was supreme usually at state
conventions and at the session of the
legislature at Bismarck, the state cap-
ital. Had it not been for the influence
which McKenzie wielded, it is not now
believed that Senator Hansbrough
would have bzsen twice elected to the
position he now occupies in the upper
branch of the national congress. It is
said that it through the instru-
mentality of McKenzie that Senators
Casey and Pierce were first sent from
North Dakota as that state’s represent-
atives in the United States senate. It
is also believed that it was McKenzie's
fine Ttalian hand that prevented former
Representative Johnson from being
iwice ele ate by the North
Dalkota legislature.
