Judge Marshall rendered a decision
in the case of the United States vs. the
Assyrian Asphalt company yesterday,
which is practically a victory for the
plaintiff. The suit invelved the owner-
ship of the gilsonite mines in the
southeastern part of Wasatch county,
claimed by plaintiff to be within the
reservation. The controversy was
merely a matter of fixing the western
boundary line of the reservation. The
decision of Judge Marshall yesterday
throws nearly all the claims within the
reservation, being part of the claims
of the Culmer brothers, the claims of
the Gilson Asphalt company, and those
of Noon & Le Sieur, and L. V. Shearer.

This case was begun ine-December of
1898, and has been dragging on since
that time. Various surveys have been
made by both parties, three by the gov-
ernment and two by the defendanta, the
latter having also made surveys of ithe
ground before the suit was commenced,
and before they were granted a patent
thereto. Testimony was taken in the
case by S. H. Lewis, master in chan-
cery, a period of eighteen months be-
ing mecessary.

Judge Marshall finds in his decision
that the boundary line is not a true
north and south line, and that as
early as 1890 false monuments were set
up, with the apparent idea of trying to
obtain rights in reservation lands. The
claims in controversy adjoin each other
and extend from a point just west of
the true line, which is the western
boundary line of the reservation. The
claims held by A. A. Noon and Sidney
Le Sieur of Provo lie east of all, while
just east of the Culmer mines are the
Gilson company's clalms, being west
of the old line of the reservation, which,
by Judge Marshall’'s decision, is a false
line. The true line throws nearly all
of the Culmer brothers’ claims on the
reservation, leaving a small portion
outside. Considerable deveiopment
work has been done by the latter on
their claims, and this decision throws
the workings of their mine on the res-
ervation, workings that represent about

| $30,000, their shaft, dump, etc.
Just where this line is, however, is
not yet known, though it is known

about where it is, and about what part
of the claims it throws into the reser-
vation. This matter has been referred
to S. H. Lewis, master in chancery, to
hear testimony from both parties as to
where this line actually runs, and to
report a description of the property
east of such line. The decision also
makes defendants’ patent for that por-
tion of the land found to be east of this
lHne veoid, unless counsel can agree on
a description of such land by written
stipulation.

This property is estimated to be
worth in the neighborhood of $300,000,
the claims of the Culmer brothers alone
being valued ait $100,000, a very conser-
vative estimate, and the decision of
the court practically ends the long con-
troversy over the gilsonite lands.
