President Evans of (he state senate
said on the subject: “The governor
having vetoed the bill, that ought to
settle discussion with reference to his
posation. 1 have been informed that
he told parties he would approve it,
but I do not know that hegdid. It was
nis right to veto it, and that is all I
care to say. There is no need of stir-
ring up strife over it.”

President Cannon’s Position.

President Angus M. Cannon, who
was understood to be one of the lead-
ing supporters of the bill, stated that
he had ne knowledge of any pledge
made Dy the governpor.

“1 desire,” continued he, “to correct
the assertion thet I have labored In
behalf of the cnurch for the "passage
of the E£vans bill. The statement is
maliciously false, and, 1 understand,
has b=*en published in the eastern press.
I want it understood that I never have
called on any member of the senate or
the house and requested or advired him
to vote for the measure. After it was
passed by both houses 1 hud a talk
with Governor Wells, and 1 did state
my views on the question during our
conversation 1 told him 1 believed
that the veto of the bill would mean
increased persecuticn from men of the
Owwen stripe. The anti-Mormons would
take it as a victovy, and renew thei
crusade. [ pointed out to him the in-
congistent stand of the ministers, also.
They were cryving that the passage of
this bill would mean a constitutional
amendment against polygamy, when
everybody knows that %= the very thing
they have been working like heavers
for for a couple of years.
