the nature of a restraining Order from
Judge Beatty sitting in Boise restrain j

ing the officers of Idaho from Interfer-
ing with the Utah in that state

Under the law recently enacted in
Idaho the governor was empowered to
quarantine against the sheep of any
state in which scab was supposed to
exist Under this law a proclamation
was put forth against Utah and Ne-
vada Every man in the county could
be summoned to drive out the sheep
and a portion of the flock could be sold
to pay the cost at the pleasure of the
Inspector I

This law Mr Moyle held to beun
constitutional at the request of a
number of the sheepmen of the state
