HIS COSTLY MEAL OF EGGS.

What He Ate_;ioulTHave Brought
Him $600 an Hour Later.

(Washington Evening Star.)

“Six hundred dollars’ worth of eggs
would seem to be a rather heavy break-
fast for one man to eat,” observed a
well known scientist, “but I can cer-
tify that a man-ate that amount of
eggs, and that he told me after he had
got away with them that they had not
fully satisfied his hunger. Ten minutes
after he had finished his meal he com-
plained that the eggs did not seem to
sit well in his stomach. It happéned
in this way:

“Several years since I was out in the
Rocky mountains, in Colorado, hunting
eggs for the Smithsonian institution. I
was instructed. to devote special atten-
tion to pheasant eggs, and to one va-
riety in particular, the yellow pheas-
ant, popularly called, which were then,
as now, very scarce. The trip was on
the whole rather successful, though I
did not find many of the particular
pheasant eggs referred to. One morn-
ing I found myself on one of the high
mountains which surround the city of
Georgetown, Colo. I had had my own
breakfast in town-and rode up the
|'mountain on a burro, carrying on my
|'search for pheasant eggs.
