!Report on Manufacturmg Industries |
| of Arizona and New Mexico.

Washington, July 22.—The census of-
fice today issued a bulletin on the
manufacturing industries of the terri-
tories of Arizona and New Maexico,
Arizona has a product of $21.315.18¢, of |
which amount $17,286,517 was theout-
put of the copper smelters. The total
i product for New sexico is $5,650,795.

In Arizona there were 314 establish-
| ments in 190¢, and 3,266 employees, who
received $2,360,065 in wages. In copper
smelting there were 1,648 persons em-<
pleyed. Next to'copper, the other two
industries are Jumber and timber anl
¢the construction and repair shop work
of steam railroads.

There were 420 manufaecturing estab-
lishments reported for New Mexico in
1900, with 2,600 employees, who received
$1,35¢,906 in wages. The most import-
ant industries in New Mexico are the
smelting and refining of copper and
lead, with a product valued at nearly
$1,000,000: flour miiling, with a produrt |
valued at $551.108. and the scouring nf}
wool, with $77.875 reported as r#reived[
for the work done.
