In other states where capital punishment has been abolished there ie
considerable clamoring for its revival where it on the stat
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there is complaint that it isnot resorted to frequently enough
Tkis change of sentiment is not the result of any iriereased brutality In pub-
lic sentiment but because of a wellgrounded belief that without capital pun

the law does not afford sufficient protection to life
There are now four states where the death penalty has been abolished

These are Rhode Island Maine Michigan and Wisconsin In many other
states though capital punishment is still possible it is seldom or never re-
sorted to No death sentence can be carried out in Kansas unless the gover
nor signs the warrant to the sheriff In consequence of the governors usual
Jy refusing to do this the law is practically a dead letter other
states the court may substitute life imprisonment They usually de so and
if the murderer can work a political pull it often happen that he will
escape with less punishment than is meted out to a burglar

Lees than halt the states in the Untoc contain capital punishment laws
