| ADVERSE COMMENT ON GOVERN-

MENT BUSINESS TRANSACTED.
—————————e

London, Avg. 17.—Parliament wound
up its business today and was pro-
rogued. Black Rod (General Sir Mich-
sel Biddulph) summoned the commons
at about 4 o’clock to the house of lords
to hear the king's speech. The royal
commissioners on this occasion were
the lord chancelior, Earl Halsbury; the

Yuke of Marlborough, Lord Ashbourne,
tlha Earl of Kintore and Earl _V\'alde-
grave. They were all attired in their
peer robes. On the arrival of the com-
mons the speech was read. It says:

“My Lords and Gentlemen: It is
satisfactory to be able to close the first
parliament of my reign with the as-
surance that the cordiality of the rela-
tions of Great Britain with the other
powers remains undiminished.”

A reference to China is merely con-
gratulatory on the aitainment of an
agreement in regard to the indemnity,
security for its pavment and the pun-
ishment of the. most guilty offenders.
In regard to South Africa the speech
says:

“The progress of my forces in the
conquest of the two republics by which
my South Africa celonies have been in-
vaded has been steady and continues.
But owing to the difficulty and extent
of the country to be traversed, the
lergth of the military operations has
been protracted.” .

The speech refers to the signal suc-
cess  of the Duke of Cornwall and
York’s visit to the colonies as *“addi-
tional proof of the patriotism, loyalty
and dsvotion of the people of my do-
minions over the sea.”

The rest of the speech merely records
the king’'s satisfaction with the liberal
provisions made for the naval and mili-
tary services. the arrangements made
for the maintenance of the honor and
dignity of the crown, “especially those
which affect the state and comfort of
any royal consort,” and the authoriza-
tion to change the royal title. It eon-
cludes:

“T earnestly commend to you the mer-
ciful protection and guidance of Al-
mighty God.”

Some Adverse Comments.

Returning to the house of commeons,
the members filed past the speaker,
shaking hands with him, and the first
parliament of King Edward VII was
ended.

The proroguing of parliament today
is the occasion of much doleful com-
ment. The Pall Mall Gazette refers to
the results accomplish with anmota-
tions on “The Decay of Parliamentary
Government” and “The Break-Down of
the Constitutional System.” However
this may be, finance was the only big
thing dealt with during the session.

LITTLE LOSS OF LIFE

HEAVY DAMAGE TO PROPERTY
ALONG THE COAST.

—

Mobile, Ala., Aug. 17.—The gulf coast,
from Pensacola to New Orleans, is at
last under view, telegraphic communi-
cation having been resumed from one
point which is central. The general re-
port is that aside from damage to
wharves and batn houses, sail boats
and smacks, trees, outhouses and
fences. the instances of serious loss

have been few. There has been no
loss of life as far as is known here. A
tug was sent down the bay from Mobile
today to" investigaie the conditions on
Mississippi island, about which some
apprehension was felt, but up to mid-
night nothing had been heard from
there.

The steamer Evelyn is ashore near
Pensacola: the schooner Asa C. Stowell
is stranded in Mobhile bay: the schooner
Foster Rice is dismasted in the guif
an® has been towed into Mobile; a
three-masted schooner, name unknown,
has been sighted in distress fifty miles
outside of Mobile harbor, and the Amer-
ican bark Julia is ashore and capsized
on the south beach of Horn island.
These are the marine disasters so far
as known tonight.

The warnings of the approaching
storm were so widely disseminated that
nearly every place in this region was
prepared. The coast wsesorts suffered
less damage than first reports indi-
cated, according to advices here. Point
Clear, Mobile bay, the favorite resort
for this part of the country, lost a row
of boat houses and a part of the steam-
boat wharf. Battles, another resort,
lost a part of its steamboat wharf., Por-
tersville, on the south coast, suffered
the loss of a number of pleasure craft
and smacks. Pascagoula, Miss, felt
the full force of the storm. The damage
in bath houses and wharves alone there
is put at $10,000. Moss Point, Miss., a
sawmill town, sustained much damage
by logs being carried away. At Biloxi,
Miss., the beautiful new ciub house was
demolished, together with several cot-
tages. One fisherman is reported
drowned.

The most serious damage to Mobile is
the partial destruction of the famous
Bay Shore shell road. This drive ex-
tends several miles down the westérn
shore of the bay. It has been washed
out for a mile or more, the whole foun-
dation being carried off, and in its place
is a vast quantity of tree trunks and
driftwond,
