Condition of Crops.

Washington, Sept. 10.—The monthly re-
port of the statistician of the department
of agriculture shows the average condl-
tion of corn on Sept. 1 to have n 51.7.
There was a decline during August
amounting to 2.2 points, and the condition
on the first of the present month was
28.9 points lower than on Sept. . 1900; 335
points lower than at the correﬁpnnding
date in 1899; 31 points below the mean
of the September averages for the last
ten vears and 8.3 points below the lowest
September average, that of 1881, ever be-
fore recorded. “hile the August rains
were beneficial to late planted corn, it is
only in a few states that the crop as a
whole shows an improvement or has even
heid its own for the month. There has
been a decline of 13 points in Ohio: 8 in
Indiana, 2 in Illinois, lowa and Texas,
and 3 in Nebraska. In Kansas and Mis-
souri, the local gains and losses about
counterbalance each other, and in these
states the condition of the crop as a
whole is represented by the same figures
as on Aug. 12,

The average condition at harvest in
winter and spring wheat combined was
$2.8, against 63.6 last year; 70.9 in 1899,
lﬂd a ten-year average of $0.3. North Da-
kota, California and Oregon report an
even 7 points, Washington, 12; Indiana,
16; Illinois, 19; Missouri, 22, and Kansas,

points above their respective ten-vear
averages. On the other hand, the average
condlt!on in lowa is 2 points, ir Ohjo and
South Dakota, 3; Pennsylvania, 6; Minne-
sota and Nebraska, 8; Michigan, 22, and
Texas, 36 points below the respective ten-
year averages of states.
