SAFES WERE UN

The origin of the big fire of Tuesday
morning has not been definitely deter-
mined but a plausible theory was ad
vanced yesterday attributing It to the
acids which were stored in the base-
ment of the Mine Smelter Supply
store The theory is that a bottle con-
taining sulphuric acid or nitric aid be
came broken from pressure upon the
barrel In which it was packed or some
other cause and set fire to the straw
packed around It It is well known
that when either strong sulphuric acid
or nitric acid Is poured upon a light
inflammable material such as straw
combustion follows Sulphuric acid It-

i IB has even been known to set fireto With thirty barrels of sul-phuric and nitric acid stored in the
I basement of the store and packed Instraw It is easily seen how the fIre
I might have originated and this theory
of the origin of the conflagration is
looked upon as quite probable by those
who know the nature of the acids
