Washington, Sept. 17.—The funeral
services at the capitol over the 1e-
mains of the late President McKinley
were simp.e and beautifal.

The people were slow in gatherms.
Among the first comers were the army
officers. General Randolph, in charge
of the military arrangements at the
eapitol, was first among thosa and soon
afterwar:s came General Gillespie,
chief of engineers, and General Fitz-
huzh Lee.

Mrs. McKinley Absent.

Next came members of the family of
the deccased, Abner McKinley leading.
Thez were seated near ths head of
the casket. Mrs. MeKinley was not
present. Senator Hanna was with the
family party. Next the diplonatic
corps entered, all in full court regalia,
and were seated to the south. Forimer
President Cleveland, with General Wil-
son, his escort, sat in the lirst row.
Jastlv came President Roosevelt, es-
corted. by Captain Cowles, and pre-
ceded by Mr. Cortslyou, secretary to
the president. He was given a seat at
the end of the row occupied Ly the eab-
inet, just south of the casket.

“And such great questions come to us
with the moment, even in the hour,
when we gather around the bier of
those whom we profoundly respect and
eulogize and whom we teaderly love.

ful and of which even this great na-
tion, from sea to sea, continually has
taken note. :

“It was a humble home in which e
was born. Itisa beautiful thing that to
the end of his life he bent revecently be-
fore the mother whose example and
teaching and prayer had so fashioned
his mind and all his aims. The schoel
came but briefly and then came to him
the church with administration of
power. He accepted the truth which it
taught. He believed in God and in
Jesus Christ, through waom God was
revealed.

FLAGS HALF-MASTED
OVER BRITISH NAVY.

London, Sept. 18.—The admiralty has
ordered that the American flag be
hoisted at half-mast on the main masts
of all war vessels in port, and that the
TUnion Jack and the ensign be half-
masied untii after the funeral.

This is the first occasion when such
an order has been issued for a presi-
dent of a republic.

CLATM HUMAN AGENCIES COULD

Buffalo, N. Y., Sept. 17.—The follow-
ing statement was given out tonight
by the physicians who attended Pres-
ident McKinley during his last illness:

““The undersigned surgeons and phy-
sicians, who were in attendance on
the late President McKinley, have had
their attention called to certain sensa-
-tdlonal statements recently published,
indicating dissensions and recrimina-
tion among them.

“We desire to say to the press and
public, once for all, that every such
publication and all alleged interviews
with any of us containing criticism
of one another or of any of our asso-
clates are false.

“We say again that there was never

wrought in him a great and generous
love for his felllowmen. He had him-
self been brought up among the com-
mon people. He Kknew their labors,
struggles, necessities. He loved them.

“Shall I speak a word next of the
tenderness of that demestic love which
has so often been commented upon? I
pass it with only that word. I think
no words can set forth fully the unfal-
tering kindness and carefulness and
upbearing love which belonged to him.

“And he was a man who believed in
right, who had a profound conviction
that the courses of this world had been
