The real evil is not
in the trust itself, but in the schemes
and methods resorted to for overcapi-
talization, and a still greater evii is
the influence of trusts on legislation.

“The only remedy is in the appoint-
ment of a federal commission over
them with a cabinet member at the
head.” A discussion followed the lec-

MILLIONS FOR MACHINES.

Harriman Lines Name Committee to
Select Appliances.

Within a short time the three Har-
riman lines entering Utah will spend
millions of dollars for machinery alone.
In carrying out one of the most exten-
sive campaigns of improvement ever
mapped out in railroading, a tremen-
dous fortune Is to be spent for this
single item of machinery. The Ore-
Zon Short Line and the Union Pacific
have already undertaken the erection
of splendid new shops at Pocatello and
at Omaha, and later magnificent new
shops’ are to be built at Salt Lake for
the Short Line, Union . Pacific and
Southern Pacific.

In order to select the best machinery
obtainable, a committee of three mas-
ter meckanics has been picked out by
the Union Pacific and the Short Line.
This committee is now on its way
east, where it will spend some time
determining the best machinery for
€very purpose. D. J. Malone of Poca-
tello, master mechanic of the Idaho
and Mecentana divisions has been select-
ed to represent Superintendent of Mo-
tive Power Dunn of the Short Line on
this gommittee. The Unlon Pacific is
represented by two men from the
Omaha headquarters.

The Pocatello shops will be equipped
entirely for repair  workK, but every-
thing will be of the best. For example,
the equipment will include a latest im-
proved electric crane which can handle
a locomotive as easily as a child can
lift a stick of candy.

The Omaha shops will have every
facility for repairs and for rebuilding
cars, and an added feature will be
equipment for making structural
steel and jron for the chief engineer's
department. Here will be manufac-
tured steel for bridges, water tanks,
stations and for other purposes on the
Union Pacific, the Short Line, and the
Oregon Rallway & Navigation com-
pany.

COMPROMISE IS EXPECTED.

Settlement of San Pedro-Short Line
Fight Predicted.

An impression 18 growing in many
quarters that a compromise between
the Oregon Short Line and the San
Pedro will soon be anmnounced. Along
these lines, the L.os Angeles Herald,
discussing E. H. Harriman's recent
election to the presidency of the South-
ern Pacific, says:

“Probably the most noticeable phase
of Mr. Harriman's character, as a rail-
way manager, is his preference for
harmonious relations with competitors.
He is not a “fighter.” He believes in
the theory that money and energy ex-
pended in fighting would be more ser-
viceable if used in improving railway
service.
