FUNERAL OF AUGUST LANGE

Old Soldier Who Suicided to Be
Buried With Military Honors.
With full military honors August
Lange, ordnance sergeant ayi veteran
soldier of over a third of a century's
experience in war and peace, will be
laid to his final rest by his comrades
at Fort Douglas today. Lange com-
mitted suicide Sunday by hanging him-
self by the neck to the bannister in his
home at the post. Under the military
code suicides are not entitled to a
funeral with military henors, but this
rule will not hold good in this case.
The old man participated in too many
a hard fought battle and saw too many
vears' =ervice to be laid away to his
final sleep without the salute of a fir-
ing squad.

SHOULD GET THE PRIZE.

Parisians Strong Supporters of San-
tos Dumont, the Aeronaut.
New York, Oct. 21.—The question
whether Santos Dumont technically
won the Deutsch prize arouses great
interest in sporting circles, and is edi-
torially discussed today by the leading
Parisian newspapers. With the excep-
tion of the Matin, which supports the
contention of the Marquis de Dion that
Dumont did not accomplish the course
within the time-limit of thirty minutes,

all the papers, including Figaro, the
Gauleis, the Temps, the Debats and the
Siecle, hold that Santos Dumont won
within the time limit prescribed by the
conditions.

This is also the opinion of Daron de
Zuylen, the president of the Automobile
club, who is recognized as an unques-
tionable authority on such matters,
says the Tribune’s Paris representa-
tive. Popular feeling meanwhile is
running high in favor of Santos Du-
mont, and considerable indignation is
‘expressed against the members of the
technical committee, who are accused
of Quibbling to debar an enthusiastic
amateur balloonist, who, although by
no means a millionaire, has expended
400,000 francs and risked his life twen-
ty-five times to win the Deutsch prize.
