New York Oct 22 Determined to
disprove by actual tests if poslbsle the
declaration of Dr Koch the eminent
Berlin specialist that human tuber
culosht and bovine tuberculosis are not
intercommunlcable a most important-
and thorough experiment has begun in
Brooklyn r Georgo D Barney will
conduct the tests

Dr Barney the prime mover in the
matter like many other physicians re

Kochs statement made before the in-
ternational tuberculosis congress in
London last August Dr Koch at tiat
time claimed that tubercular bacilli
of a cow could not Inoculate a human
being contrary to the accepted medical
view of such conditions Dr Barney
said yesterday

If Dr Kochs statement be true just
consider how much money has been
wasted and is still being wasted every
day I understand iht state of New
York has already spent something like
52 WOflO in the destruction of cattle af-
fected with tuberculosis Immediately
after I of DrKochs theory I de-
termined to test its soundness as I am
convinced that it is wrong

Selecting a cow and taking great
care that she should be in the best con
dition of health we have made several
tests to prove that she is in a perfectly
healthy condition and we have con
eluded to inoculate the animal with the
human tubercular bacilli This experi-
ment will soon show conclusively the
truth or falsity of Dr Kochs proposi
tion

Sofia Bulgaria Oct 1 It is reporte
that Mme Tsilka the companion of
Miss Ellen M Stone the American mis-
sionary captured by brigands died re
cently In captivity

London Oct Morning Leader

On the frontier near Grossbelov-
oyestilday five fugitives from Banista

Mme Tsilka Miss Stones companion-
were shot dead by Turkish frontlet
guards while endeavoring to cross into
Bulgarian territory

United States Consul General Dick
inson believing that they were mem
bers of the American missionary chuith-
ha demanded an official inquiry Great
brutality exists In the district between
Banista and the frontier Turkish offi
cials have arrested over 200 residents
of Bulgarian nationality and subjected
them to torture In order to wring from
them Information as to Miss Stones
whereabouts Several of them died un
der torture

The Bulgarian authorities likewise
worried over the affair are continuous-
ly arresting fugitives from Macedonia
and this causes bad blood-

It is reported from SOfia says the
Vienna correspondent of the Dally
Mall that United States Consul Gen
eral Dickinson received intelligence
from shepherds that Miss Stone was
seen at Jakoouda on Turkish territory
about two hours journey from the Bul-
garian frontier

CA2OTOT BRIGANDS

All Efforts to Get in Touch With

The brigands are still wandering
round that region near Gultepe and the
two governments with gen darmle
soldiers and secret agents are trying
to find them The four brigands who
havfe been arrested stoutly maintain
that they are not connected with the
band that captured Miss Stone They
have been summoned to appear at Dub
nitza and be examined by a Turkish
special commission This may be a
Turkish effort to make protestants

as accomplices in the Stone cap
ture
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Owing to the severe frost prevailing-
in the mountains all efforts to send
parcels of clothes and other necessaries-
to Miss Stone who must e suffering
from the cold have been baffled

All attempts to communicate with the
brigands have been unsuccessful The
bandits are apparently afraid of treach-
ery and determined not to disclose their
hiding place
