withheld pending the arrival of his
daughter from Oregon

Discovered 0 X Mine

Mr Cook As the original discoverer
of the 0 K mine and one of the three
original owners before it passed into
the possession of Allen G Campbell
lila name became a byword among
Utah miners This was not his only
big find After having gone to the
gold c ast via the horn the pioneer
returned to the east and made his way
across the continent riih one
first droves of high grade horses taken

California Through prairie and
pioneer made his way suf-

fering alike from the ravages of sav-
age Indians far more
nien prairie fires and all the elements
that made travel in that primitive way
eventful He reached his destination
in safety however and disposed of
his horses

Mr Cook was as popular among the
orgina aboriginees as he was among
tho white settlers Lovers of stories
M ere accustomed to sit by the hour
ard hear from him the tale of the
Mountain Meadow massacre as it was
recounted u him by the Indian par-
ticipants Their side of that story is
