the Bears.

MANY DISQUIETING FACTORS
S S——
GOLD SHIPMENTS AND OPPOSI-
TION TO RAILWAY COMBINE.

—_—

New York, Nov. 19.—The stock market
today was under the continued influences
and facters which depressed values yes-
terday and discouraged speculation for an
advance. Probably the outward move-
ment of gold was the most effectual of
these factors. but the 2xpressed deter-
mination of the executives of northwest-
ern states to use their infiuence to con-
test the operation of the Northern Se-
curities company was also an obvious in-
fluence, especially on the stocks of the
transcontinental group. Union Pacific
and St. Paul were especially affected. The
argument that such opposition to the
company was expected, owing to the
statutes of the northwestern states, in-
tended to prevent consolidation, and that
eminent jegal counsel had co-operated to
evade these prohibitions, was not very
convineing in guieting apprehension based
on the assumption that the residents of
those states are earnestly opposed to the
spirit and purpose of the new company,
leaving only the question open as to their
ability to prevent by law its operation.

The bears sold the market actively on
the announcement of the engagement of
$1,000,000 additional gold for export on
Thursday, but there was a large demand
to cover later in the day, when half of
this engagement was cancelied and when
the money market was seen to be un-
affected. A jump of two centimes in the
sterling exchange rate at Paris, a decline
in the private discount rate there and a
clight reaction here in exchange rates,
both on London and- the continent, re-
flected the relaxation resulting from yes-
terday’s enormous outgoe of gold and
aroused the hope that the largest part
of the requirements are satisfied.

There is still confidence expressed ihat
the offorlngs of government bonds for re-
demption will maintain the ease of the
money market, even if more gold goes
out. It is not improbable that the sell-
ing of government bends comes indirect-
ly in part from the interests who have
to remit in payment of/ foreign obliga-
tions. It.is evident that the exchange
market is cornered to a certain extent
and even the bills against outgoing cotton
and grain which come upon the market
are contracted for in advance, leaving
lh'o bankers who are short of exchange
still under the necessity of shipping gold
to cover maturities. One feature of the
government bond redemptions that had
pot attracted attention is that the nation-
ai banks apparently consider the present
price sufficiently attractive to prompt
them to withdraw bonds on deposit with
the treasury to secure thelr circulation
and offer them for redemption.

This process involves the release of ~ash
from the treasury to the mmount of the
market vaiue of the bonds, but it also in-
volves the retirement of circulation to
the amount of the par value of the bonds,
offsetting that far the supply of money
to the market. Such withdrawals of
bonds have already reached the legal
limit of $3,000,000 per month for the pres-
lent month.

There was some special strength shown
today by individual stocks, notably Amer-
ican Car and International Power, on the
urgent demand for rafiroad equipment of
all kinds and the express company stocks,
on account of the general business ac-
tivity of ‘the country. There were strong
Spois among the eoalers and the local
tractions. The market closed steady at a
substantial raily from the lowest.
