Mackay branch Both these extensions
have been operated since they were
completed thus fir by the engineering
department The revenues were cred
ited to the department and the ex-
penses against It Here
after both branches as construct-
ed will be operated by the regular department

The Mackay branch officially known-
as the Salmon River railroad is 866
miles in length running from Blackfoot
to Mackay These are at present the
only two stations en the line but next
spring a station will be built at Arco
which is approximately half way be
tween the terminals

The Short Line will start In about
two weeks to build a big warehouse at
Mackay as this is the shipping point
now for a big region A good station
is practically completed and the rail
road will help to build up a prosperous
town there

For the present a train will be
way three timeS a week leaving

Blackfoot Mondays Wednesdays and
Fridays and returning from Mackay
Tuesdays Thursdays and Saturdays-
In the spring particularly if the Thun
