A feat of the meeting, which was
held in the office of George D. Alder,
was the address of Judge W. H. Kirg

In his talk, Judge King said that it
is about time the Democratic party lo-
cally snatched away the halo which

led into thinking that Roosevelt is in-
dependent and a reformer, and that
congress will do something for the re-
lief of the west. The judge added that
the Democratic party was never in so
good a position to go before the people
with an array of facts which will show

gross misconceptions have  be-
come current with reference to the
popular belief of the beneficence of the

Republican administration.
Attacks “Silver King Crowd.”

Touching upon local affairs, Judge
King said that the people should be
aroused at the thirst for power of that
syvndicate known as the “Silver King
crowd,” which he characterized as try-
ing to steal the Mormon church or the
benefit of the Republican machine.

President J. H. Moyle occupied the
chair, and when Judge King's motion
pledging the club to give its support
to the proposition to have a rousing
meeting at an early date to prepare for
the next state campaign, there was no
dissent.
