recommending concurrence in the

Councilmen Daveler
and Robertson asked te have their
votes changed from no to the prevail-
ing side was done solely for the
purpose of enabling them to give notice
of intention to move for a reconsidera-
tion of the vote next Tuesday night
and both of them made the statement
that they would so move In this way
the flame enveloping the mayor and
the divided council over Chief Hiltons
tenure of office will be kept alive until
Councilman A J Davis returns from
the eaat when it is promised that a
uiffereat result will be accomplished

There was a full attendance of spec-
tators In the council chamber lest night

This report was laid over last week un
der the inflexible rule and it recom
mended concurrence In the removal of
the chief for as the message stated
the good of the service There was

no report from the minority of the com-
mittee Chairman Eardley and Counci-
lman Fernstrom

Beginning of the Trouble
Before consideration of the report

was commenced Hewlett who with
Sharp and Thomas had signed it asked
leave to amend by striking out thephrase this day wherein it is stated
that Chief Hilton had failed to keep
his promise by not sending in his resig
nation a week ago Hewlett said that
U ras a misunderstanding of himself
and two colleagues as to when the
resignation should come in and on this
explanation no objection was raised to
striking out the reference to time

Right here Pernstrom got his hooks
into Hewlett by asking him to explain
wherein Chief Hilton had broken his
promise to resign for as the commit
tees report was amended the promise
would be good if fulfilled next year ortwenty or even a hundred years hence-

A reply was demanded by Fernstrom-
and Hewlett finally confessed that the
chiefs promise to resign was contin-
gent upon his receiving a certificate of
good character from the mayor and the
members of the nilce committee and
would be forthcon on receiving this

llearame The chief to re-
sign Hewlett added to save being
removed

Lack of Backbori-
bFtnstrom scored again by saying he

did not believe the council would go on
record as adopting the committees report which he declared proposed to
concur in the removal of the chief sim-
ply because had been accused cf not
keeping a promise to and not be-
cause it was intended to concur in themay rs art of removal for the good
of the service The member from theThird charged that the committee lidnot have the backbone nor the fairnessto meet with the chief but insteadgave a false report that he hudpromised to resign As a member ofthe committee Fernstrom added thatHilton had not promised him he wouldresign and therefore the committeereport was false

Hilton Has Friends
Proceeding Fernstrom made it un-

comfortable for Sharp and Hewlett by
telling how a week ago Sunday thesetwo imbued with the spirit of brotherly love for their old playmate and
schoolmate cn t Hilton called upon
him to give the assurance that all of
his friends had gone back on him and
therefore it would bo best for him to
resign office Before the dawn of
another day Fernstrom dded the
chief discovered tat he had some
friends left in the council The coun-
cilman insisted that no member could
vote to adOIt such a misleading report
end maintain Ids

Hewlett admitted that he and Sharp
did call on the hef a charged but
that Hilton volunteered to resign say
Ing that his wife his friends and he
himself tired of his being chieany longer It was a mistake Hew-
lett added to charge that the chief
promised to have his resignation In by
last Tuesday night

New light was thrown on the subject
by Eardley rehearsing what transpired
at the committees meeting a week ago
Monday when by telephone the chief
gave the assurance that he woud re-
sign if the council majority really stood
with the mayor for his removal Eard
ley declared that the chiefs string to
his rertg ation WHS the proviso that
none of the policemen under him should
lose their jobs As before the chair-
man declared that he would not sup
port the proposition to remove the chief
until be knw who the mayor intended-
to appoint as his successor

Robertson expressed admiration for
the four Democrats in the council who
were making the most of the situation
to their partys advantage hut for his
Republican colleagues who will not let
the mayor be the chief executive of the
city he entertained a different opinion
He added that it is a great detriment
to the public interests to permit this
wrangle to go on for as long as it does
there will be inharmony and

AN OBSTACLE-

Must be Overcome in Selecting
Jury in Mortensen Case

VIEWS ATTORNEY STEWART

BELIEVERS IN JAMES SHARPS
CANT ACT

Mormons and other religionists
believe that God favored James Sharp
with a revelation in which he learned
that Peter Mortensen killed James R
Hay cannot sit upon the jury in that
case Belief In that portion of Sharps
testimony would interfere with a fair
verdict in the case

Such was the declaration of Attor-
ney Barnard Stewart last evening Jn
reference to the assertion published
yesterday that believers in modern
demonstrations from the Deity would
be barred At the same time he holds
that no objection could be raised to
religionists so long as they do not be-
lieve that Sharp is a man who would
be so favored by the Almighty

I am perfectly frank In saying that
would prefer a class of men as

jurors Mr Stewart continued who
could not be affected by religious or
sentimental influences or impulses My
duty to my client compels me to take
that position I am a Mormon myself
so I cannot consistently take a stand
against my own people but at the
same time cold judicial contingencies
necessitate barring all talesmen who
would be influenced by Sharps asser-
tion that God revealed Mortensen

to him
Mr Sharps Revelation-

A great many Mormons may not
believe Sharps testimony concerning a
revelation as a direct revelation from
God Every such
ed is not accepted by the community
at large as a revelation from God
Many regard his story as a peculiar
coincident If convinced that it Was
anything sacred the person so believ-
ing would certainly be from sit-
ting as a juror

This implies no reflection upon Mr
Sharp but rather that he was deceived
concerning what he considered a rev-
elation If I were to announce tomor-
row that I ha revelation 99 per cent
of the religionts who believe In

demonstrations would laugh
perfectly frank in saying that I

would prefer a class of men as jurors
not influenced by religious or
mental influences or impulses
ever I dont mean to say that relig
ious belief would preclude a man from
roving an impartial juryman

Question For Talesmen
The question that will be asked

consequent to Sharps sworn
statement upon which their compe-
tency to act wilt be weighed is this
Do you know anything or ave you
heard anything in connection with this
case that would in any way prejudice
you so as to prevent you from render-
ing a just verdict If there were
doubt I would quiz the candidate in
detail as to the extent of his belief in
divine manifestation and as to wheth-
er he considered James Sharp a per-
son who would receive a revelation
from the Almighty An answer In the
affirmative would certainly bar the
talesman from sitting as a juror in this
case

This declaration was made by Attor-
ney Stewart as the result of the storm
of criticism that followed the
aouncement that believers in modern
divine demonstration would not be per-
mitted to act as jurors It is in sup
port of the original assertion with the
exception that Mortensens counsel
says that such talesmen as will take
no cognizance of Sharps statement will
