UNION PACIFIC IS ACTIVE

SUPREME COURT DISAPPOINTS
THE BULLS AND BROKERS.

—_—

New York, Feb. 3.—The professional
element among the stock operators
showed a rather hopeful spirit this morn-
ing and started with some confidence to
buy the transcontinental railroad stocks.
The movement seemed to be based upon
an assumption that the supreme court
would hand down its decision today m
the Northern Securities company case,
for within half an hour after the tme
for the sitting of the court the morning’s
gains in these stocks had been wiped
out. The dealings in -Seuthern Pacific
were especlally large and gave evidence
of operations by a speculative pool. The
buving of the stock is ostensibly based
upon the expectation of an early refund-
ing of large issues of bonds bearing a
high rate of interest and which mature
in the next few years. The finaneial dis-
trict was flooded with very optimistic
estimates of the current earnings of the
road. 4

The price was carried at one time 113
over Saturday, but it faved little better
than the other Pacifics in the reactionary
movement and. closed with a net gain ol

%. There were heavy dealings also in
#t. Paul and Union Pacific, but their
gaing were entirely wiped out. Efforts

were made to revive the market by in-
augurating a movement in the coalers.
Lackawanna went up 4%. very little
stock coming out. Rumors were revived
that the company’'s stock is to be doub-
led, with valuable rights to present hold-
ers, The dealings in Amalgamated Cop-
DEr were on an enormous scale, the num-
ber of shares sold being about the larg-

est for a single dayv in the history of
the stock. It ‘was under pressure
throughout with occasional rallies and

late in the day fell more than 3 points
under Saturday, closing with a net loss
of 2%. Profit taking was an important
element in the weakness' of the stock.
but there was a disposition to discredit
recent rumors of a combination with
oither copper producers.

The weakness of this stock did not ef-

fect the early rise in the transconti-
nentals, but its depressing influence
gained foree later in the day. The large

increase in loans by the bank last week
was the subject of much discussion with-
out throwjng much lighti upon the uses
for which the borrowed money .was de-
signed. The fact that nearly $10,000,000
of the increase was made by two of the
leading banks in the  clearing house
which are affiliated with the financial
power which originated most of the
great combinations last year, encouraged
the supposition that large syndicate op-
erations and possibly new projects are
in hand. The sudden and unexpected
declaration and disbursement of a 1 per
cent dividend on Northern Securities
stock might acceunt for part of the
loans. although the public is ignorant of
what volume of this stock has been ex-
changed for that of the constituent
companies. .

American subscriptions to a number
of new railroad bhond issues migh' also
be responsible. The money markct con-
tinued easy, notwithstanding the expec-
tation that the ‘dutward movement of
gold is to be renewed. In fact the ease
uf the money market is the permissive
factor in the exph#?.of -gold. Railroad
bonds were mogeraely active and irreg-
uiar. Total = sales, $4.245.000. United
States bonds were all unchanged on the

last call.
