Rains in the South the Cause of Fatal
Disasters

Atlanta Ga Feb 2S Not in many
years have the southeastern gulf states
experienced damage so widespread by
a stofcn as that which yesterday visit-
ed Georgia Alabama Tennessee Vir-
ginia North and South Carolina and
Florida As far as known seven lives
were lost and several persons injured
The damage is enormous the railroads
being particularly heavy sufferers

The other dead were negroes
whose cabins were Mown away by the
storm The rains raised the water to
flood height In the Chattahoochee
Alabama Oemulgee Savannah and the
two Oosnees out tonight the stage-
in all of them was stationary except-
at Columbus Ga where the Chatta
hoochee wan rising slowly Columbus
suffered severely One bridge was
washed away and another is expected-
to go at any moment Many of the
