off by the fan caused the gas which
had accumulated to

A terrible explosion followed
after the men entered A relief piarty
headed by Superintendent Seddon and
Mine Inspector Loutitt an effort
and nearly succeeded in reaehlhg the
imprisoned men but were compelled to
return to air All were overcome and
are tonight In a serious condition A
second relief party headed by John
Coulter entered the mine by another
way but a second explosion occurred

Discipline Enforced on Sinking

Steamer Prevents Many Per

sons Being Drowned

Liverpool March 7 Details of th
disaster to the Waesland and fiftyj
three of the passengers and crew were
brought to Liverpool on t board the
Harmonldes this morning The peo-

ple were received by the agents of the
American line and were quartered-
at variois hotels

The collision occurred in a thick fog
at half past 11 oclock Wednesday
night when the Waesland was about
forty miles southwest of Head
The Harmoaldes struck the Waesland
amidships and there was a terrible
Shock Most of the Waeslands pas-
sengers had retired for the night

Perfect order and discipline prevailed
The crew of the steamer rapidly
turned out the passengers and succeed-
ed In assuring them that their lives
were safe The passengers were
ftr influenced by the coolness of the
crew and obeyed instructions willing-
ly and quickly

The Waeslands boats were speedily
got out and in less than half an hour
the entire ships company had been
transferred to the Harmonides Two
lives were lost The dead are a steer-
age passenger named Dangerneld and
a child named Asie Emmett the
daughter of a cabin passenger

The Waesland sank In thirtyfive
minutes after the collision The pas-
sengers and crew lUSt all their be-
longings The vessel carried no mails
The passengers unite in the highest
praise of the behavior of Captain Ap
feld and his crew It is expected that

IMPRESSIONS OP NAN WHO
WENT TO DAWSON OVERLAND

FTBfc bavtag a pioneer in

mining camps since the days of
file CaKtarnia excitement travel

In 1JW miles oterland to reach the
Etendfke in 1SK C C Tautphnue of
Idaho Pails Ida has arrived in Salt
Lake from a visit to Thunder moun-

tain Mr Tut9haus went into the
new mining camp to find a route for
a stage road from Maekay and Challis
He picked a route that he eeQ
mates to be sixtyfive miles in length
between Challis and Thunder moun-

tain but he went through a number-
of dangers before he completed his
trip For six he was alone and
without foo ln a desolate country that
was covered with a soft snow through
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later with three horses During aJl
the trip the two women never were side
and never made a complaint

Trip to Dawson
The party sone distance fol-

lowed the direction of Fraser
in a general way toward northwest
They pushed on across the country
scaling mountain descending cliffs
and threading their way through for-
ests until th y reached Lanora at the
head of the Stikine river
and in practically the same latitude as
Sitka

They left Lenses Jan 7 1S89 and
were abaotatftty without shelter from
the bitter cold and bUw u s until April
5 They took the winter trail with
eight horses left out of their thirty
three Their 5SW pounds of feed had
been greatly deputed by this time and
as the feed gave out they killed the
horses one by one The animals eked
out anexistence hy eating brush young
willows green wood and everything-
else they could get their teeth on The
party arrived hi Dawson with the three
horses and fifteen pounds of oats

The horses not the only ones to
suffer proper food The provisions
gave out and for weeks the members-
of the party had to live on meat For
tunately they into a game coun-
try at the adhie time their supplies
gave out

Traveling On Snow and Ice
Traveling was better in the winter

than in the summer said Mr Taut
phaus In the winter we could get on
very well over the mow and ice but
in the summer we had to plow through
swamps and mud Many a time the
whole party would have to stop to pull-
out some horse that mired At one
time it rained steadily for ninety days

for
the river
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which fo cottl make scarcely any
headway days in mak-
ing the trip flint tfce head of Cash
creek to a distance of twenty
four miles

Mr Tautphaus is warm in his praise-
of Thunder mouataln but he warns all
persona intending to visit the new dis
trict that there will be small chance-
to do any prospecting for two or three
months yet as the ground Is covered
with snow Previsions are short in
the camp and every person going there
must carry enough provisions to last
him during hi stay

Traveled On Snowshoes-

Mr Tautpliaus was on
his trip into Thunder mountain by
Sidney Robertson but he returned the
greater part of the way alone On his
way into Thunder mountain he went
over Morgan pass to Singiser where
the famoute Slngiscr mine is located
thence to Forney From tnis point he
went to Three Forks up the West
Fork to Liberty thence over Cash
creek summit to Cash creek down this
stream to Loon creek and the middle
fork of the Salmon river up the mid-
dle fork to Marble creek and up Mar-
ble creek to Thunder mountain In all

had about eighty miles of snow
shoeing-

At Thunder mountain sixty men
were working when I was there said
Mr Tautphawa Encouraging develop-
ments were being reported on every
side There seems to be an immense
blanket deposit of mineral over about
six mites and in a number of places
ors running way up in gold has been
found In the Rainbow district six
miles south of Thunder mountain
some rich ore has been discovered
There is a vast amount of unexplored
territory Affording an excellent field
for good prospectors but there is o
much snow at present that they cant
do much

Provisions Were Short
Returning Mr Tautphaus kept to

the south of his former route follow-
ing the main ridge of the mountains
which he crossed three times Reach-
ing the head waters or Bear creeK fit
followed this stream down to ChsJUs
creek as far as Sextons abin cutting
across from there to Challis

Finding the orovisions short at Thun-
der mountain Mr Tautphaus did not
remain long He started out with
three days food expecting to get back
to Challis in that time It took him
nine days and for six days he had to
push along without food The snow
bad melted so that it sti 16 Ms
snowshoes His feet sank deeji af ev-
ery step and ad he lifted them he
had to raise a heavy weight oTsaow

For a while Ididnt travel as far in
a day as I could throw a stone he
declared yesterday

When he finally rolled into the Sexton
cabin on Challis creek he w s nearly
exhausted
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Is Used to Hardships
Mr Tautphaus is used to hardship

however Since he was a child he has
lived on the frontier He was hi Cali-
fornia during the gold excitement He
was in Carson and Virginia City Nev
in the early dayfe of those camps Be
fore the Boise basin rush was really
started he the scene and he
vWted the bonanza camps of Montana
during their early ays He was one
of the pioneers at Tombstone Ariz
and he has spent all his life knocking
aboot the mining districts of the west

The longest and most i erikHts trip he
tas ever taken was the Journey to the
Klondike and overlanfrom Ida
to The dangers of this trip were
shared by his two daughters one a
woman in her thirties and the
other about ten years younger For
1500 miles the father and daughters
with three others traveled over moun-
tain and valley through forest and
swamp braving rain and blizzards
and enduring often hunger and expo

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From the Stikine river the party

The Thunder mountain trip of Mr
Tautphaus convinced him that a wag
onroad can be built along the route
he followed on his return trip Com-
mencing work the middle of April he
believes the road could be completed In
six weeks C V Hanson of Mackay
proprietor of the stage line running
from Mackay through Challis is Inter
ested with Mr Tautphaus in the road
project He expects to have a line of
stages running by this short route as
soon as it is completed A hotel will
soon be completed at Three Forks with
accommodations for over fifty persons
and pack outfits will be provided at
