kilted John Cotton at Attleboro cot
verdicts of manslaughter Gilbert Pet-
ers who killed Belle Rollins at Royal
ston was equally fortunate Samuel
Maxwell had a verdict of second de-

gree
In 18M Peter King of Sturbridge got

off on the insanity plea Joseph Lavey-
of Boston got a verdict of manslaugh-
ter Guliano of Springfield Canfield of
Boston and Roberts of Boston got sec-
ond degree

IR MM Daniel Leary for the Fuller
murder in Pittsfield and Mrs Nana

in the Colebrook tragedy were
saved by the plea of insanity Burns
and Panftto Semi and most of the oth-
ers got states prison sentences for life
or Car shorter periods The feeling over
the greet number of killings in Boston
did bring about sentences for Storti and
Umaltan but it was a temporary out
burst Best was convicted for the Lynn
murder and Camels in Springfield but
they have not yet gone to the chair
These with Krathorski and Williams
ONeill and Barnes make up all the
sentences for murder in the first degree
since ISM Over fifty other cases in the
last five yearn seen acquittals
successful pleas of insanity or convic-
tions on other than capital counts

The explanation is of course that
the great body of Jurymen will not
convict of murder in Massachusetts
unless there is no possible escape from
such a verdict The Insanity plea
the selldefense plea the impulse of
the moment and all th other pretexts
offered by attorneys for the defense are
snapped up by softhearted jurymen-
as an excuse for not sending a mur-
derer to the punishment that he de-

serves Then when a softhearted
governor gets in the men are pardoned-
out when enough years have elapsed to
allow people to forget the bestiality
and the devilish malice of the crime-
